EUC Deadline Changes and New Tier 3 Eligibility FAQ’S

What are EUC Unemployment Benefits? 

Extended unemployment compensation (EUC) benefits are a federal government program that continues benefits after regular state benefits have been exhausted. 
What is the new deadline for filing EUC benefits? 

Extended Unemployment Compensation benefit claims may now be filed through March 6, 2012. No new Tier 1, 2 or 3 EUC claims may be filed after March 6, 2012. 
Are Tier 3 EUC benefits available in Oklahoma at this time? 

The three month average, seasonally adjusted unemployment rate in Oklahoma has risen above 6% and claimants will once again be able to file claims for Tier 3 EUC benefits as of January 8, 2012. Regular state benefits as well as Tier 1 and 2 benefits must be exhausted before a Tier 3 claim can be filed. Do not attempt to file a Tier 3 EUC claim before January 8, 2012. As stated above, no Tier 3 claims may be filed after March 6, 2012. 
Has the final date for receiving EUC benefits been changed?

The deadline for receiving EUC benefits has been changed to August 15, 2012. No EUC payments for weeks ending after August 15, 2012 will be made.
