CONSENT ORDER

(c) Mailing address of record at 12889 E. 76th Street N., Suite 102, Owasso, OK 74055;

ii. As of November 17, 2014, the Mortgage Call Report (MCR) Filing History on NMLS indicates that the following mortgage call reports were required to be filed by the Respondent:

(a) The 2013 quarter four Oklahoma Standard Residential Mortgage Call Report (Standard MCR), filing deadline of February 14, 2014; 
(b) 2014 quarter one Oklahoma Standard Residential Mortgage Call Report (Standard MCR), filing deadline of May 15, 2014;
