The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. by Dr. Tom O'Connor Chair.

Dr. Tom O'Connor directed Ms. Pam Duren, Secretary, to call roll confirming that we did have a quorum.


Dr. Roger Lanier introduced our special guest Dr. James M. (Mike) Crutcher, Commissioner of Health of the Oklahoma State Department of Health (OSDH) and the Governor's Representative to our Board and stated that it had been a pleasure working with him this year.  Dr. Crutcher stated that it was a pleasure to be here and thanked the Board for inviting him and that he appreciated all the hard work that had been done within the nursing homes of Oklahoma. Ms. Peggy Wiebener stated that the Board could not thank him and his staff enough for all the help they had provided this past year and that this could possibly had been the Board's last meeting had they not helped.  Ms. Eleanor Kurtz informed Dr. Crutcher that the Board did have some legislative changes in the statutes to make.  Dr. Crutcher asked if Mr. Kevin Pipes had been made aware of this and she informed him that he had attended their meeting. Dr. Roger Lanier gave his report as followed:

1. Official legislative funding of OSBELTCA became official between the May and June meetings.  The actions and bills documenting the details for your reference are as follows:  (1) $347,000 is appropriated to the OSDH for contractual services of OSBELTCA (SB 334 and HB 1227; notably, Gus Blackwell signed this bill on May 22; three days prior to the Board’s letter opposing SB738 which he sponsored); (2) an additional $100,000 in year end supplemental funding was allocated to OSDH for contractual services of OSBELTCA (HB 1234); and (3) fiscal year spending limits on the additional $100,000 in year end supplemental funding were eliminated (SB 214 specific to HB 1234).  

All actions will result in the Board approved FY08 Budget with revenue of $551,000 being realistic.  You will note in that budget projection, 793 licensees were projected and that number is down to 710.  Nevertheless, I believe with carry-over monies from the year end supplemental funding we will still be very close to this income figure, or more (see number 4 below).

2. June has been an incredibly busy month for attempting to process and resolve the historical debt issues with the year end supplemental funds received from the legislature.  Ed Noltensmeyer (i.e., a certified procurement officer and core budget specialist with multiple years of State experience) was hired on a full-time, temporary basis on June 1 with involvement of the Finance and Personnel Committees and has processed over $15,000 worth of back invoices, or 68 vouchers paid.  This included, as you know, Board members’ delayed travel reimbursements.  This, with minor exceptions, catches us up with the majority of the old debts.

3. We were also able to purchase new recording equipment for the Board Meetings, order new laptop computers, etc., consistent with Finance Committee recommendations for use of the year end supplemental funding.

4. Ed Noltensmeyer submitted a State budget which reflects revenues of $650,490, expenditures of $626,742, and an estimated cash balance of $163,748 on 06/30/2008.  More study, verification, and understanding are required related to the details.  A future recommendation will be submitted to the Finance Committee for a possibly revised FY08 Budget recommendation to the Board.

5. Planning for the fall 2007 Administrative University has begun.  The most recent information is attached.  There will be several major speaker changes this year that are creating several changes and some delays.  Space has tentatively been reserved.  Ten students have already expressed an interest.  Consequently, I am currently projecting an enrollment of 20-30.  Please promote attendance to those it may assist.

6. We have continued to meet with Office of Auditor and Inspector staff and provide historical documents for review.  We did review a somewhat confusing ten year revenue and expenditure trend analysis.  As best as Pam and I could explain the differences, the spikes and dips (i.e., where other revenue [in addition to licensure revenue] was $93,000 in 2002 and $0 in 2005 and 2006) appeared to relate to certain historical events (e.g., implementation of the BA degree requirement in 2001 and a retrospective grandfathering policy through AS # 39 in 2002); declining licensees; and certain erratic accounting entry patterns.  

We received a draft report yesterday for review and correction.  A first review indicates it was far less than my expectations for the Agency, but far better than it could have been given funding and staffing of the past year.  The full Board will receive the Audit Report soon after any factual errors are eliminated (possibly, July).  Paperwork was processed to pay the OAI fee of $3,000 (consistent with Finance Committee plans).

7. Previously distributed was a white paper which proposed the creation of an Investigatory Division within OSBELTCA.  It is critically important to move forward as quickly as possible with this Division, or something similar.  At a minimum, it could radically change the 2567 review process, as well as provide much more Agency intelligence for Board decision-making.

8. It will be extremely important to hire a Deputy Director as soon as possible to address the several previously unmet needs for the Board.  Many of the issues with the Audit will be more fully addressed with a Deputy Director.

9. Attached are the updated listings of the pending hearings (10), complaints (17), and 2567s (42).  Therefore, there are 69 cases pending.  You will note that nine complaints were scheduled for review this month and seven are currently scheduled for July.  See attached details. 

Of the 42 pending 2567s, 21 of these cases will be reviewed at this meeting and may become complaints for review in July.  That will leave only 21 remaining 2567s to be reviewed and obviously as low as the backlogged cases has ever been.  While I know this has been considerable additional work for everyone, we are making excellent progress on the backlog and I am continuing to project an August elimination date.

10. As reported last month, Gay Tudor from the OAG assigned two attorneys (Sandra Balzer and Tommy Humphries) to work on prosecution of the 

pending hearings between now and July 1 (consistent with Finance Committee plans).   Two cases ( Milligan and Vaughn), it was discovered were previously settled (Board Minutes, 06/28/06) and these are listed on your pending hearings as settled and the files have been updated.  Licensure files were also reviewed and neither administrator has been licensed since the settlements.

There is an informational meeting related to the pending hearing and prosecutorial support scheduled for July 6th at 1:00 p.m. at the OAG Conference Room with Gay Tudor, Brinda White, the Executive Committee, and Marc Edwards.  All Board Members are welcome to attend if available.


Ms. Nancy Pfeifer left at 3:00 p.m.


There was no Finance Committee report.


There was no Ethics Committee report.


Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Chair of the Legislative Committee, reiterated Peggys thanks to Dr. Crutcher regarding the fact that this could possibly have been our last Board meeting without his staff's help.  However, Mr. Jakubovitz stated that it could possibly have been our last Board meeting without Roger and his staff.  He commented that he would like to give Dr. Lanier and Ms. Pam Duren a bonus and that he hoped he was not alone in this thought.  The Board members agreed that had it not been for Dr. Lanier and Ms. Duren the Board would not have survived another year.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Dr. Payne, to investigate an opportunity to explore a way to show their appreciation to Dr. Lanier and Ms. Duren for having a Board another year.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative - Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Eleanor Kurtz, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Dr. Payne, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Peggy Wiebener, Mr. Bill Weaver, Dr. O'Connor and Mr. Terry Williams.  Negative – None.  Abstaining –  None.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, stated that the rules were published in the June 1 Ok Register. She also informed the Board that she had put together a new rules document, which had a fresher more updated look that made it much easier to read. Ms. Atkinson is currently working on a pdf document, where each section is bookmarked for easy accessibility for the website.  The Board thanked Ms. Atkinson for all the hard work she had put into the new rules; they truly look amazing.

Dr. O'Connor led the discussion regarding Senate Bill 738 which is effective November 1, 2007.  Dr. Lanier informed the Board that the major issues the Board are responsible for is the certification or definition of assistant administrator and the portion that states the Governor's designees cannot vote on anything that originates from their department.  Ms. Eleanor Kurtz, Department of Human Services designee, asked Ms. White, our assistant attorney general, to give an opinion as to what this means.  She responded by saying that she would err on the side of caution and recuse from anything coming from the Department of Human Services and that Ms. Nancy Atkinson would need to recuse on anything coming from the Oklahoma State Department of Health.  Discussion followed.

Ms. Eleanor Kurtz informed the Board that she had accepted a new job position with the Department of Human Services and that possibly July 2007 would be her last Board meeting.
