The meeting was called to order at 9:10 a.m. by Dr. Tom O'Connor Chair.


Motion was made by Ms. Eleanor Kurtz, seconded by Ms. Emma Jordan, that the minutes of the April 27, 2007, be approved as submitted.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Eleanor Kurtz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Marc Edwards, Mr. Terry Williams, Mr. Bill Weaver.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Dr. Tom O'Connor had the public present to introduce themselves to the Board members.


Dr. O'Connor led the discussion concerning the alternate Board meeting dates.  After much discussion, it was decided to keep the June Board meeting on the 27th as previously scheduled and to keep Wednesday as our Board meeting dates in the future.

Dr. Maurice Payne arrived at 9:17 a.m.


Dr. Roger Lanier reported that he had visited with Mr. Kevin Pipes from the Oklahoma State Department of Health and that Mr. Pipes informed him that the $347,000 was still in the Bill and that it should be on the Governor's desk for signature soon.  Dr. Lanier stated that this would be a huge change for the office. 


Dr. Lanier gave his report as follows:

1. It is a great pleasure to report that Dr. O’Connor and Terry Clark were confirmed by the Senate through 2010.  Marc Edwards should have been confirmed twice on May 22 (once for the unexpired term of Mary Ann Karns and once to succeed himself) and Jim Jakubovitz once, both through 2010.  Dr. Payne is scheduled for confirmation this morning through 2010.  Obviously, these leaders will provide strong direction and needed organizational continuity for this post-transition Board.  

2. The State Standards Examination was administered on May 3 and again on May 17.  Eighteen applicants took the examination on May 3 and eleven passed.  Five applicants retested on May 17 and three passed.  I would also note that the pass rate for AU students as a subgroup on May 3 was 90% compared with 25% for non-AU students.  The next State Standards Examination is scheduled for July 20.

3.  Initial April and May invoices were submitted on the Special Year-end Subcontract (i.e., $100,000) with the OSHD.   These invoices were consistent with the Finance Committee details and totaled $27,692.08.  That leaves $72,307.92 that must be spent in the next 37 days.  It will be a major challenge, but I do not anticipate any major problems at this point.  

4. Budget support from OSDH has slowed.  Even the auditors have commented on the communication issues, distance and delay issues for signatures, and expectations between the two agencies.  

A meeting with Rebecca Thompson (i.e., person recommended by audit staff 

and the Funeral Home Directors) has been scheduled for May 31 (delayed due to her health issues).  A possible subcontract will be discussed with a major emphasis on the period until July 1, possibly in stages due to our emergency.

5. We have continued to meet with Office of Auditor and Inspector staff and provide historical documents for review.  We believe we are close to a report.  OAI staff suggest that they have about $15,000 invested in this audit (although it is also testing a new, more thorough approach).  This month we amended the letter of agreement to increase their fee from $2,000 to $3,000 (consistent with Finance Committee plans).

6. Gay Tudor from the OAG assigned two attorneys to work on prosecution of the pending hearings between now and July 1 (consistent with Finance Committee plans).  We have just begun review of which cases may be most realistic given the timeframe.

7. There has obviously been positive progress on an approved State budget.  There have been no indications on our Agency’s specific funding except that the originally requested amount remains as a request.  I am attempting to contact Kevin Pipes with OSDH at the last minute, as there is a possibility of action in the immediate future and certainly before the end of the week.

8. Attached are the updated listings of the pending hearings (12), complaints (30), and 2567s (45).  Therefore, there are 87 cases pending.  You will note that 20 complaints were scheduled for review this month and 14 are currently scheduled for June.  See attached details. 

Of the 45 pending 2567s, 13 of these cases will be reviewed at this meeting and may become complaints for review in June.  During this review cycle, some teams started to receive 2567s which were 12 months old or older.  The majority of the 32 remaining 2567s reviewed next month will be 18-24 months old or older (i.e., exceptions will continue to be any new 2567s received).  While I know this has been considerable additional work for everyone, we are making excellent progress on the backlog.


Ms. Jeannie Gault led the discussion regarding the Finance Committee Report.  Ms. Gault agreed with Dr. Lanier's report regarding spending the $100,000. Dr. Lanier also informed the Board that he had signed $10,000 worth of vouchers.   There was discussion on getting the oldest bills paid first which included the Board members mileage claims. Ms. Gault stated that the recent issue of the Oklahoma Association of Homes and Services for the Aging Newsletter had stated that the Board's appropriation request had been approved.  Dr. Payne, after being confirmed this morning, stated that the Commissioner of Health had informed him that we were also going to be funded.  There was also discussion on being able to hire investigators.


Mr. Jim Jakubovitz led the discussion regarding the review and possible action on the new potential licensees.  Mr. Jakubovitz informed the Board that the licensure candidates had met all licensure requirements.


Dr. Lanier read a short summary regarding Ms. Linda Coffelt meeting the licensure requirements.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision committee, stated that final documents had been taken to the Office of Administrative Rules and there had been one small error that had been corrected.  Everything has been approved and we are currently waiting on the final publication in the OK Register so that the source notes may be put in the rules.  The effective date will be July 1, 2007.


Dr. O'Connor led the discussion and possible action regarding Senate Bill 738. 

Dr. Roger Lanier informed the Board that if they did not agree with the bill now would be the time to speak against it.


There was much discussion by various Board members stating that we cannot support the bill due to the voting restrictions regarding our Department of Human Services and Oklahoma State Department of Health designees and the Board has not had time to study the administrator over two facilities rule and the distance requirement.   The Board does not agree with the assisted living providing nursing services in an unlicensed facility.  There were many unanswered questions regarding the assistant administrator and how one would be sanctioned since they were not an administrator.  The Board members had a meeting scheduled to discuss the various issues of this bill and the fact that they were unable to study and design what they felt was appropriate was disheartening.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Dr. Maurice Payne that the Board, in the absence of the recommendations from the OSBELTCA subcommittee, would like to disapprove SB 738.  The reasons for disapproval were several.  These included that the Board would like for the Department of Human Services designee and the Oklahoma State Department of Health designee to continue to be voting members.  Also the Board did not approve of the administrator to be the administrator of record for more than one facility, provided that the facilities are within a fifty-mile radius of each other and each facility retains an assistant administrator.  The Board did not approve of the assisted living facilities providing nursing services in an unlicensed facility and not being required to monitor the care. Respondent miserably failed to operate facility consistent with laws, regulations and standards of practice recognized in the field of health care administration and with the OSBELTCA Code of Ethics in a manner consistent with gross negligence (See rules at 490:10-5-3).

2.
Respondent failed to perform administrative duties with the personal integrity that will earn the confidence, trust and respect of the general public (including, but not limited to the misuse and mismanagement of resident funds; failed to provide adequate RN staffing, to have a full-time DON, or adequately assess nurse aides; failure to provide criminal background check records or take necessary action; failed to ensure that residents’ records were maintained in an organized, safe, and secure environment; and failed to ensure the minimum number of fire and emergency drills were conducted or assure staff competence).

3.
Respondent failed to possess and maintain the competencies necessary to effectively perform his responsibilities (including, but not limited to the failure to assess, detect, prevent, investigate, protect, or report abuse; failure to prevent accidents resulting in injury; failure to maintain a clean environment inside and out and linens in good or clean condition; failure to provide a current contract for water or safe water temperatures; failure to ensure handrails were firmly affixed; and failed to maintain the proper function of the call light system).

Respondent failed to practice administration in accordance with capabilities and proficiencies and, when appropriate, seek counsel from qualified others (including, but not limited to the failure to notify physicians of clinical changes; failed to provide timely and federally required assessments; failed to provide pain medications; failed to follow physician.
5.
Respondent misrepresented to other states the status of his Oklahoma license.
Any future licensure application necessitates that all requirements for licensure be met and fine paid.
