You failed to follow Life Safety Code Standards, for example lack of emergency 
lighting, smoking areas’ metal containers did not have proper covers, cubicle 
curtains were not fire retardant, and oxygen storage unsecured

Dr. Roger Lanier gave his report as follows:

1. Roger Chrisco was hired as our first part-time investigator immediately following the June 27th Board Meeting.  He is paid an hourly rate for the investigations, preparation time, and expenses.  He has already made several trips, and collected significant information related to three cases.  I will be suggesting a Board initiated complaint on one of these today.  On the other two, I believe we have a much firmer understanding of what is, or is not, there for a Board decision.

2. I believe there is a need to revisit a policy and procedure for investigations by a Board subcommittee.  There was considerable work by a prior subcommittee that will be a significant start.  It would probably be most efficient to review the first report by Roger Chrisco next month and then proceed to refine the process.  This is an area where there has historically been significant criticism and diverse Board needs and expectations expressed (i.e., desires for concise summaries; desires for solid evidence; and desires for all the evidence).  With our new electronic transmission of information, there may now be ways to generate a concise summary linked to primary source documents.

After much discussion, it was decided that a decision would not be made until after the meeting on Monday as to whether the Board would desire an investigation on every incoming complaint before the Board members reviewed it or whether the Board would review the complaint first and then request that an investigation be done if more information is required regarding that specific complaint.


3. The Personnel Committee reviewed 24 applicants for the Deputy Director’s position.  Three candidates were interviewed on July 18th.  Ed Notensmeyer was offered the position for $55,000 and accepted effective August 6th.  While the agreed upon salary is higher than originally budgeted, this will eliminate the need for the budgeted OSF subcontract of $24,000 and result in a net savings to the Agency.

4. Planning for the fall 2007 Administrative University has continued.  The most recent information is attached.  Some of the more exciting changes include Tom Coble speaking on Payer Sources on September 6; Mary Brinkley speaking on Professionalism and the Code of Ethics on September 13; HCA providing information about Myinnerview possibly on September 21; and Rebekah McGowan speaking on the Abuse series on October 4.  Moreover, Larry Lebold, who provides the HR series, has agreed to host AU at Montereau in Warren Woods in Tulsa, but we are still struggling with a date. Every suggestion made last year has been addressed, except for the continued criticism related to how much time is devoted to MDS.  There are now 17 students have already expressed an interest; 5 have paid in full; and discussions continue with 3-5 others.  I am continuing to project an enrollment of 20-30.  Please promote attendance to those it may assist.

5. We have continued to meet with Office of Auditor and Inspector staff and provide historical documents for review.  Each of you received my critique of a draft audit report.  A revised report was received late last week and is under review.  The full Board will receive the Audit Report soon (possibly, August).  

6. Attached are the updated listings of the pending hearings (13), complaints (20), and 2567s (29).  Therefore, there are 62 cases pending.  You will note that ten complaints (two for special follow-up) were scheduled for review this month and four are currently scheduled for August.  See attached details. 

Of the 29 pending 2567s, 21 of these cases will be reviewed at this meeting and may become complaints for review in July.  That will leave only 9 remaining 2567s to be reviewed and obviously as low as the backlogged cases has ever been.  With your help, we will make the August elimination date for the backlog we all inherited.  It has been simply remarkable effort on your part to at least double your workload to get this done.

7.
An informational meeting was held on July 6th at the OAG with Gay Tudor, Brinda White, Sandra Balzer, Tommy Humphries, the Executive Committee, Nancy Atkinson, and Marc Edwards.   The agenda from the meeting is in each of your packets for review.  Several structural and process issues were discussed both historical and for the future.  Gay Tudor agreed to provide a proposal for prosecutorial support.

8.
Gay Tudor proposed a 25% attorney position shared by two people for OSBELTCA’s enforcement matters at a cost of $23,119.32.  This July 10th proposal was forwarded to the Finance Committee for a recommendation to the Board.  The Finance Committee is also reviewing the proposed increase in the General Counsel’s contract from $22,841.04 to $26,665.55, a $3,824.51, or 16%, increase (i.e., ignoring any details related to Tricia Everest’s departure).  This contract expired June 30, 2007.  Cumulatively, this would specify a $49,784.87 commitment to the OAG, and consequently, the extended review by the Finance Committee.

Ms. Jeannie Gault, Sec-Treasurer led the discussion regarding the Finance Committee Report.  Ms. Gault informed the Board that we would be receiving the final report from the Auditor's office next month and that she is looking forward to getting back on track which entails knowing what fees have come in, what our expenditures are and an actual current balance.  Ms. Gault also informed the Board of two contracts with the Office of the Attorney General that are in review.  One contract is for general services which we now have with Ms. Brinda White and the fee for this service is $26,665.55.  The other contract is for the prosecution process and the fee for this service is $23,119.32.  Discussion followed.


Motion was made by Dr. Tom O'Connor, seconded by Mr. Bill Weaver to approve the aforementioned contracts relating to the Office of the Attorney General.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Eleanor Kurtz, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. O'Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Emma Jordan, Dr. Payne, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Weaver and Ms. Peggy Wiebener.  Negative – None.  Abstaining –  None.

There was no Code of Ethic's report.


Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair of the Personnel Committee, led the discussion regarding the hiring of the Deputy Director.  Mr. Weaver informed the Board that the committee interviewed three persons for this position.  Out of the three, Mr. Ed Noltensmeyer was the most qualified for the job due to his extensive background in finance.  Mr. Noltensmeyer requested a $1,000.00 more in salary than was originally offered.  After discussion, the committee concluded that the additional $1,000.00 would still be a considerable savings to the Board, due to not having to use the Office of State Finance.  Mr. Ed Noltensmeyer has been hired for the position of Deputy Director and will begin employment around August 6, 2007.

There was no Legislative Committee report.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, led the discussion regarding the review and possible action on the Rules Revision Committee Report.  Ms. Atkinson presented new copies of the rules and regulations that she had made a few corrections on to the Board members.  Ms. Atkinson informed the Board that she had visited with Ms. Mary Brinkley, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Association of Homes and Services for the Aging, regarding the qualifications and the defining of Assistant Administrator pursuant to SB 738.  Ms. Brinkley suggested that if everyone worked on this project together that it would save a considerable amount of time.  Ms. Atkinson also visited with the Health Department's personnel and requested that when they work on the rules involving administrators, to please let them know so that it could be discussed simultaneously.  Ms. Atkinson suggested in the mean time, everyone get their thoughts together and put pencil to paper so that she can start getting drafts out for review.  Ms. Atkinson further suggested that the Rules Revision Committee start meeting again after the Board meetings to stay abreast of discussed changes.


Dr. Tom O'Connor led the discussion regarding SB 738.  Dr. Lanier stated that we had addressed the main issue in the Rules Revision Committee report which involved the qualifications and defining Assistant Administrator.  This bill will come into effect November 1, 2007.


Dr. Lanier asked what the Board's pleasure was regarding licensing of Assisted Living and Residential Care facilities.  This had been one of our Past President's goals and Dr. Lanier had met with these associations previously and there had been discussion on going forward with a joint bill to the legislature.  Dr. Lanier requested that the Board members inform him as to what they would like him to do regarding this issue.  Also, this would be great for generating additional fees.  Discussion followed.
