Mr. Terry Williams, Chair of the Legislative Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Legislative Committee Report.  Mr. Williams thanked Mr. Phil Forslund, Deputy Director, for setting up the conference call of the Legislative Committee for discussion of possible changes in the Board’s Statutes and for preparing the proposed Statute language for distribution to the Board members.  There were various topics of discussion including the Board’s need in obtaining subpoena authority, the Board’s ability to impose a summary or emergency suspension on an administrator’s license, the secondary quorum issue, the Board’s need for an Administrative Law Judge on occasion.  Discussion followed.  No changes to the Board’s Statutes were approved and continued study will be done regarding only the issues of summary suspension and investigative subpoena power.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision committee, thanked Mr. Phil Forslund for new rule books provided to each Board member.  Mr. Forslund informed the Board that the rules were produced in house.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Oklahoma State Council on Aging inviting our continued participation as a co-sponsor of the advocacy forum:  “Stand Up for Seniors”.  Ms. Atkinson informed the Board that we could make a donation and become a co-sponsor or we didn’t have to make a donation and continue as a co-supporter.  Ms. Atkinson recommended to the Board that we continue our participation as a co-supporter.  Dr. O’Connor designated Ms. Atkinson as the Board’s liaison for the Oklahoma State Council on Aging.

There was no report regarding the Code of Ethics.

Dr. O’Connor gave the Board a few moments to review the Executive Director’s report as follows and asked if they had any comments regarding the report:

GOAL: Improve the number of appropriately trained entry level administrators in long term care facilities.

1. Fall 09 AU.  The Fall 09 Administrative University began yesterday (syllabus in your packets).  As of late last week, there was still considerable adding and dropping, but we anticipate 20 students.   The last faculty members confirmed their participation late last week.

2. GOAL: Revise the complaint/2567 process for consistency with revised legislation, inclusion of a prosecuting attorney and financial and Board time efficiency.

3. Probable Cause Committee Activities.  There has been substantial progress by the Probable Cause Committee panels.  Sixteen new cases were circulated this month (8 cases to each panel).  Probable Cause cases from last month were summarized and legal forms begun.    Please note that last month there were 37 pending hearings and there are now 61 which reflects substantial prosecutorial work and expenditures.

4. Complaint Statistics.  The August updated listings were:  pending hearings (61), complaints (2 down from 16), and 2567s (79 down from 92).  Therefore, there were 142 cases pending (down from 145).  Note that twelve new cases have been received since the last meeting.  These were one complaints and eleven new 2567s.  

5. Take No Further Action.  The 40 cases the Board has decided to take no further action on are listed (in your packets).  These files have been organized in a special file drawer for QA Committee review.  This does not include the 11 cases pending for today (in your packets).

GOAL: Continue to revise internal office organization. 

6. Audit Adjustment.  A Daily Oklahoman article (in your packets) described cuts by the Oklahoma Horse Racing Commission for its state audit.  The Auditor billed them $25,250 and their Board agreed to pay $12,625.  For comparison purposes, the Horse Racing Commission’s 2007 revenue was $26,042,199 (last published annual report).  OSBELTCA’s 2007 revenue was $316,990 (including $100,000 state supplement).  The adjusted audit costs as a percentage of revenue were 1.23% for OSBELTCA and 0.05% for the Horse Racing Commission, or 25 times as much.  Our fair share as a percentage of revenues would have been $158.50 rather than $3,900.00.

7. Inventory.  Phil has recently completed the Agency inventory including inventory tagging in preparation for the audit (in your packets).  You will note that the vast majority of the inventory was purchased in the last two years with pass through “year end” funds.  Some of the more spectacular items to help with AU and investigations include three new notebook computers, a 52” flat panel television, a digital camera, a copier, scanner, fax machine, and multiple new file cabinets.

8. OSHD Contract.  A financial report for FY09 is provided (in your packets).  You will note that $344,321 of the $347,000 was spent.

9. File Conversions.  The file conversion process continues, as does the process of reviewing and purging unnecessary old files and documents. 
10. Historical Board Minutes.  Phil has completed an organization of historical Board Minutes (see matrix in your packets).  All available Minutes through to December, 2008, are in the process of being scanned and converted to Adobe files for housing on our central file server.  Once staff verify (through sampling) that the scanned documents reflect the 'paper' copies, the original documents will be sent to the Oklahoma Department of Libraries.  You will note that records are reasonable from 1999 forward.  Records are seriously incomplete from 1968 to 1998.  This is fairly similar for complaint records and sanctions.  Of course, one would have to have Board Minutes to clarify odd rulings or sanctions and these are generally unavailable.

11. NAB Marketing Survey.  Board Members may be contacted related to a NAB Marketing Survey.

Mr. Marc Edwards left at 1:15 p.m.

There was discussion relating to the details of posting the Executive Director’s position as soon as possible.
