	Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, led the Public Hearing and called the meeting to order and stated that we were in compliance with the Open Meeting Act and Authority.

	Mr. Pierce informed the Board that we did not receive any written comments within the time period that written requirements were allotted so there won’t be any discussion of written comments that were received.

	Mr. Pierce informed the Board that we have one member of the Public present who is Ms. Becky Moore from the Oklahoma Association of Health Care Providers.
		
	Ms. Moore presented her comments below:

Subchapter 1.  4290-10-1-2.1 General Provisions
Subchapter 1.  490:10-1-3. Licensing of Long Term Care Administrators
We would like to see ICF-IID administrators be exempted from the OSBELTCA Administrator’s school and from taking the NAB exam.  Those two requirements are not related to their jobs in providing services in facilities that care of individuals with intellectual disabilities.  ICF-IID’s are not nursing facilities but they must follow the requirements within the Nursing Home Care act.  It is appropriate to require these individuals to take the Oklahoma State Standards test and do the Administrator In Training Program.

Subchapter 7.  Fees and Deposits
The fee increase for LTC Administrators working in Nursing Facilities seems to be somewhat unfair.  The added work load for OSBELTCA has been from the new licensed categories that were created for Assisted Living, Residential Care and Adult Day Care… Increase their fees to the level of LTC Administrator’s to see if that relieves the financial problems of OSBELTCA.  LTC Administrators working in Nursing Facilities have been paying their dues (with incremental increases) for years.  Let the other categories pick up the slack.

Subchapter 9.  Continuing Education
The number of hours of CEU’s that an administrator can acquire from an on line source should be limited with requirements for in person class room style training.  Most individual Licensing entities have this type of requirement.

Questions?
What are the colleges/universities in Oklahoma that are considered accredited organizations by the US Department of Education?

Subchapter 1.  490:1-1-2.  Defines “Accredited College or University” how does that differ from the statement at 490:10-1-3(b)(a)(A) accredited by one of the six (6) regional accreditation organizations recognized by the US Department of Education.  
After discussion, it was decided the “6” at 490:10-1-3(b)(1)(A) would be deleted, because there is now more than 6 regional accreditation organizations recognized by the U.S. Department of Education and the Board.

Other Concerns:
We continue to request consideration of alternate paths for licensure of Nursing Facility Administrators.  Our rural facilities are having difficulty finding licensed administrator’s that want to re-locate to rural areas of the State.  Even an Associate’s Degree would help immensely to relieve the burden to find qualified individuals.  A 4 year degree in any field can’t really beat a 2 year Associate Degreed Nurse that has worked in Long Term Care for years.

Long standing licensed Administrator from other States should be allowed to show proof of competency based on experience and performance for licensure in the State of Oklahoma without a 4 year degree.  At least let them petition the Board and allow the Board to make the decision to license the individual in the State of Oklahoma.  We have several outstanding Administrators’ in Oklahoma that do not meet the 4 year degree requirement-only because they were grandfathered.  Oklahoma has turned away several out of state administrators that have ran facilities for years in other States with stellar reputations, work ethic and intelligence.  It would be appropriate for these individuals to take the Oklahoma State Standards tests.

There was a lot of discussion relating to separate licensure for the ICF-IID administrator that will be taken up at the next rule making session.  The public hearing was concluded.
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	The roll was called to establish a quorum for the Special Meeting.  Present were Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Susan Barnes, Mr. Curtis Aduddell, Mr. Scott Calhoon, Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Pat Bean, Mr. Bill Pierce, Mr. Brett Coble, Ms. Susan Haws and Mr. Jim Jakubovitz.  There was a quorum.  

A discussion of the public comment was had.  

Mr. Pierce informed the Board that an amendment deleting the number “6” in 490:10-1-3.(b)(1)(B) as it related to the number of regional accreditation organizations recognized by the U. S. Department of Education was needed because there are more than six.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Mr. Bill Pierce, seconded by Mr. Curtis Aduddell to approve the proposed rules with the one amendment which was to delete the number “6” in 490:10-1-3.(b)(1)(B) as it related to the number of regional accreditation organizations recognized by the U. S. Department of Education.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Susan Barnes, Mr. Curtis Aduddell, Mr. Scott Calhoon, Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Pat Bean, Mr. Bill Pierce, Mr. Brett Coble, Ms. Susan Haws and Mr. Jim Jakubovitz.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.

The Special Meeting was adjourned at 10:10 a.m.
