Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair, called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and stated that we were in compliance with the Open Meeting Act and Authority.


Mr. Weaver asked Ms. Pam Duren to call roll to establish a quorum.

Mr. Bill Weaver moved Item’s 5 & 6 to the top of the agenda at this time– Legislative Report regarding the proposed changes to Title 63 O.S. Sect. 330.51 through 330.65.

Mr. Richard Mildren, the Board’s Prosecuting Attorney, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding OSBELTCA vs. Ms. Carolyn Turrentine, License No. 2021, Case No. 10-61(BD).  

Mr. Mildren distributed the proposed Settlement Agreement for the Board’s review.  The Agreement stated that Ms. Turrentine will pay a fine of $600.00 to be paid within 30 days of the Board’s acceptance of Agreement and will account to OSBELTCA staff for 48 hours of continuing education by the end of CY 2010.

Mr. Mildren distributed the proposed Settlement Agreement for the Board’s review and stated that Ms. Evers had submitted a letter to be included in her record.  The Agreement stated that Ms. Evers voluntarily and indefinitely surrenders her license.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Mildren asked that Exhibit 1 & 2 be admitted into evidence.

The Chair admitted the exhibits into evidence.


Mr. Mildren distributed Exhibit 3 for the Board’s review and asked that it be admitted into evidence.  Discussion followed.


The Chair admitted the exhibits into evidence.

Mr. Mildren distributed Exhibit 4 for the Board’s review.  Discussion followed.

There is no Probable Cause Committee Report.


In the absence of Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance Committee, Mr. Z Thomas led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Finance Committee Report.  Mr. Thomas informed the Board that the financial statements were included in the packets for their review and stated that the Board was doing well financially.

In the absence of Ms. Stella Church, Chair of the Personnel Committee, Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Personnel Committee Report.  The evaluation of Mr. Gaylord Z Thomas, Executive Director, was read to the Board members by Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair.  The evaluation included the accomplishments and goals of Mr. Thomas.  

Mr. Z Thomas informed the Board of a previous meeting he had with Ms. Becky Moore, Executive Director of the Oklahoma Health Care Providers, along with her Executive Committee relating to possible alternate methods of licensure besides the 4 year Bachelor degree requirement.  Discussion followed.


Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Mr. Terry Williams, to approve the evaluation of Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative - Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Stacie Ware, Mr. Bill Pierce, Ms. Peggy Wiebener, Mr. Terry Williams and Mr. Marc Edwards.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Quality Assurance/Rules Revision Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the QA/ Rules Revision Committee report.  Mr. Pierce informed the Board that the 2567 review was ongoing and that he had also requested information from the Oklahoma State Department of Health regarding the number of nursing facilities that have been sited for immediate jeopardy or actual harm in the last 3 years.  Mr. Pierce stated that this would be good information to use in their evaluation.  The committee is also working on language to change the makeup of the Probable Cause Committee which will be helpful due to quorum issues.

There is no report regarding the Code of Ethics Committee.

Mr. Gaylord Z Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. State Standards Exam –  8 took the exam; 6 passed (2 failures were intending to apply for an Assistant Administrator position…). 
2. Preceptor Training – scheduled for November 2, 2010.
3. Travel:
a. Green Country (Tulsa) – spoke on October 12th; like what they’re doing up there as “peers” (good model for other areas); went well – asked me back next year.

b. NAB Mid-Year meeting – November 10-12, Chandler, Arizona (my trip will be paid for by NAB…for my work; travel on November 9th and 13th).
i. Item Writing has begun already – gaining insight on the process.

4. AU – Still going well; starting to schedule the next term already; would like the Education Committee to consider changing the textbook to the James Allen book as the “primary” book we use and recommend.  Would be happy to explain my logic to that committee.
5. Tax Commission – notices have been sent to several (29) administrators concerning their compliance; they cannot renew until they are in compliance with the Tax Commission’s requirements.  Several (9 at the time I was writing this) have already cleared up whatever their issues were but all have been notified.
6. License renewals – notice to administrators went out Tuesday; we’re continuing to do online renewals this year and they will begin on November 1st and end on December 31st.  Our input to update the web portal for that have already been provided and it should be on schedule for the 1 November start date.  Notice is also on the website.
7. CEU/Background Check Audits:  Of the 72 (10%) audits conducted, we are still waiting on 2 people to respond; but we have so far found 6 non-compliant.  

8. NEXT BOARD MEETING  - November meeting scheduled for the day prior to Thanksgiving (Nov 24th) – if quorum will be an issue on that date, the CIB Conf Room (where we are today) is NOT available any other Wednesday in November; however, as a backup, I’ve currently reserved the Real Estate Commission’s conference room (Suite 18) for November 17th if that works better for the Board (I have no problem with either date, nor does Pam…purely wondering about the Holiday and the quorum issue that may arise).  


After discussion, it was decided that the upcoming Board meeting would stay on the scheduled date of November 24, 2010. 

There was discussion relating to the possibility of new office space for the expansion of the Board in the future.  There was a consensus of the Board that it was a good thing to be proactive in looking for additional office space.  Discussion followed.


Mr. Jim Jakubovitz left at 10:00 am and we lost the quorum of the Board.
