1. 	RENEWALS:  Finally complete and we are still taking notes as we discovered a few people who had actually renewed (had paid, etc) but the system did not roll them over properly.  We are taking a look at that but obviously are not penalizing these people for late renewal since they had renewed on time and these are system errors.  All that being said, renewals did go relatively well this year and we have a better idea where we stand regarding budget projections and how many RC, AL and Adult Day Care administrators actually renewed.  The following chart shows NHAs over time and also where we are regarding the budget projections as well as the first time renewals this year in the other licensure types.


The “conservative” estimate we made for the budget was actually relatively close but the total impact of the new types (not NHA) was only about $3500 (roughly 1% of our budget).  The NHA estimate accounted for another nearly $2000.  These numbers do NOT include persons we licensed or renewed today.
Numbers of renewals is actually noteworthy as we had fewer NON-RENEWING NHAs this year than in previous years tracked and an overall GAIN in the number of NHAs and certified assistants (both) over last year.  
2.  STRATEGIC PLAN:  The Executive Committee has been working on aspects of strategic planning, specifically wrestling with Core Values and a Vision Statement so far.  We are also discussing next steps for the Board and hoping to have something we can present to the Board in the near future.
3.  AU:  The Spring term of AU is set to start on January 30th and set to be complete by May 29th.  It appears this class will be full (or very near it) and possibly with a waiting list started for the August class… We can seat 25 in class.  We’ve had about 29 applications so far; some have not yet paid to attend but we expect to be very close to that 25 “full” mark.

4.  PROBABLE CAUSE:  In 2013, we had a total of 93 referrals/reports.  As you saw today, we are still prosecuting cases from 2012 so there aren’t any truly “meaningful” numbers to report other than the source of these referrals and reports.  
	a.  The 93 total compares to 108 in 2012 and 118 in 2011 and 90 in 2010.
	b.  Of the 93, 74 were OSDH referrals…(83 in 2012)
		5 are still pending a response from the Administrator
		13 are still pending determination (various phases of the process)
		5 were pending dismissal with no PC (today)
		2 are pending settlement or hearing
		5 were prosecuted
		1 was administratively closed (IDR Scope/Severity change…)
		4 are still pending IDR or CMS appeal/review
	c.  Of the remaining 19, 5 were DHS reports 
		2 are still pending determination
1 was administratively closed (coordinated with DHS – identical to an OSDH 
    referral)
		1 was prosecuted
	d.  Of the remaining 14, 6 were private citizen reports
		1 is still pending determination
		1 was prosecuted
	e.  Of the remaining 8, 3 were Board initiated (CEU audits) – all 3 prosecuted.
	f.  The other 5 cases were Assisted Living (no Res Care, no Adult Day Care)
		1 was prosecuted
		3 are still pending settlement/hearing
		4 of these 5 were Private Citizen Reports; 1 was Board initiated
5.  SENATE BILL 1854: Authored by Senator Treat, this is the single most directly impacting legislation I’ve found (so far) for this session.  A copy of this bill will be in the packet for your review, but it looks like something this Board will want to take a position on again as it affects the qualification standards for long term care administrators…and note that I did not say nursing home administrators or any other type of license.   It will impact ALL licensure candidates.  The way this is currently written, it will apply to ALL licensure candidates.  It is dichotomous (or even schizophrenic) in that the language of the statute opens with verbiage that grants the sole and exclusive authority to determine qualifications, skill and fitness of persons to serve as long term care administrators and goes on to say that the Board shall promulgate rules to determine those qualifications for licensure…and then immediately proceeds to actually set those qualifications (without conferring with the Board) in the statute itself, applying these new qualifications with a broad brush to all licensure candidates and all licensure types.  
a.  It is not possible to give the sole authority to set qualification standards to this Board and then set those qualifications standards in statute.  That is not “sole and exclusive authority” if the legislature ties the hands of the Board and actually sets these standards.  The very fact that this legislation is so clearly counter-intuitive on that basic level should be a red flag to begin with.  
b.  That it addresses “all licensure candidates” and does not address the differences is also a clear indication that this level of detail belongs in rule as well.  This demonstrates a true “ignorance” of the current rules and standards and underscores the importance of conferring with this Board when you go to make changes to the statute that guides our work.  It also underscores the fact that we have NOT been conferred with, in any way, on the creation of this language, clearly highlighting this as another attempt to circumvent this Board’s sole and exclusive authority TO set these standards in rule.  
c.  This language is so poorly written and clearly not thought through that I would be shocked if WE had to be the ones who stand up against it… OKALA, the Downtown College, Carl Albert – All would lose their “authority” to train licensure candidates and we simply do not have the capacity TO train that many (we need those partnerships with these entities to train more administrator candidates).  We don’t even have preceptors in any of these other licensure types.  This action, as written, would likely create a shortage of administrators simply based on our capacity to train this many administrators.  
d.  If intended only for nursing home administrators and the language is cleaned up TO address just this one license type, it’s again, clearly an attempt to circumvent this Board’s authority to set these standards and should not be entertained either.  This Board was appointed as a group of experts by the Governor to set these standards and you were approved by the Senate.  I cannot think of a valid reason to set these standards in the statute when they are clearly intended to be set in rule by this group of experts, this Board.
