Mr. Williams also informed the Board that Representative Dank would sponsor the Bill but at the present time there has not been a number assigned to the House Bill.  Discussion followed.

There was no report on the Personnel Committee.


Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the QA/Rules Revision Committee, informed the Board that the committee had met after the December meeting last month and one of the things discussed was the quorum issue of the Board.  After discussion, there was a change to the  House Bill regarding the make up of the Probable Cause Committee to read 3 persons, in lieu of 3 Board members.  Discussion followed.


There was no report on the Code of Ethics.


Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas gave his report as follows:

  1.  AU – Spring term begins tomorrow, Thursday, January 27th.  

2.  License renewals – 702 renewals (700 active, 2 inactive).  38 did not renew (37 intentionally); compare to 41 last year, 55 the year prior and 52 the year before.  


- 1 of 38 has asked to renew late as previously heard/discussed (#5 & 6 on the agenda).


There was discussion regarding the various marketing strategies for the Long Term Care Administrator’s profession and there was also discussion regarding our current licensure requirements.  Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair, asked Mr. Bill Pierce, Vice-Chair, if his QA/ Rules Revision Committee would draft a proposal/recommendation regarding alternative prerequisites for licensure of Long Term Care Administrators for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Pierce informed Mr. Weaver that the committee would be happy to look into this.  Discussion followed.

In 2010 we had 93 case files opened

· 3 of them used an already open case number with a “C” suffix to indicate “CEU Only” so the highest case number in 2010 was 10-90.

78 Cases were OSDH Referrals (H)

- 10 of the 78 are still pending formal probable cause determination (awaiting adm response, IDR determination, or Board approval of recommendation) 

- 7 of these presently have a “no PC” recommendation (and may have been presented today)…only 3 are pending recommendation determination 

- 16/68 (~24%) were found to have “probable cause”  (16/75 = ~21%, assuming the pending  recommendations of the committee are accepted…)

- 52/68 (~76%) were found to have “no probable cause” (59/75 =~79%...) or were administratively closed (3…2 due to IDR determination)

- At one point early in the year, we were at about 1 in 10 (10%) with probable cause but later in the year, oddly, we had more consecutive findings of “PC”

4 cases were DHS complaints (D) – 2 had PC (50%) (1 pending no PC recommendation)
11 cases were private citizen complaints (P) – 1 of the 4 non-CEU-only cases had PC (25%)

- 7 of these 11 cases were Board initiated CEU only cases

SUMMARY:

Cases brought to the Board (or still to come before the Board…again, a lot of the PC findings occurred later in the year, oddly, so we do have a lot of this still with Richard)

Outside of CEU only cases (because there’s no excuse for not getting those CEUs done), 18 administrators had a “problem” with their performance (one had 2 separate referrals in 2010)… with about 700 administrators and about 325 facilities, that’s roughly 2.5% of our total administrators or 5.5% of our active administrators being brought before the Board….I do not consider Probable Cause determination alone as going before the Board.   I consider going before the Board to be when probable cause exists and the case is forwarded to Richard…
IMPLICATION:  Once we get FULLY caught up on Probable Cause and all the backlog of cases (assuming history is a valid indicator), we will only have, on average, about 1.5 new ones (with PC) per month (outside of CEU only cases) for the Board to “hear” or “settle” (prosecute) which is easily a manageable pace.  Anytime Richard does more than 2 cases/month (settlement or hearing), we’re gaining ground… We ARE continuing to gain ground…witness what was brought to you today to settle!  What I see is that it’s not an EVEN 1.5 per month…we seem to have peaks and valleys even with this few number so there may be times when we could accumulate a small backlog of cases…but we should be able to deal with all of them in a much more timely manner and that is a major bonus for us (and the administrators).  

4.  Backlog – As mentioned above, there are only three (3) 2010 cases still pending administrator responses and/or probable cause determination/recommendation… 

Mr. Mildren has (including what was on today’s agenda for him to present): 
- Nineteen (19) 2010 cases pending (most are already at some form of negotiation…) 
            -- Oddly, most 2010 cases with probable cause occurred later in the year (?)
                   – No clue why that occurred like that, but it did (several PC findings since August)
- Eighteen (18) 2009 cases still pending (and most are also being negotiated…) 
- Only two (2) 2008 cases – both close to being finalized…both paired with a 2009 case as well 

This is as close to being “caught up” as we’ve been in a long while.  Richard has been working hard on a lot of the 2009 cases to get them closed as well…  The goal is to close the 2008 & 2009 cases as fast as we can (still keeping up with the ’11 cases as they come in)…only have the 2010 cases left within a few short months and to wipe them out shortly thereafter and for the first time (perhaps ever) be only working on the current year (2011) by the end of the year.  

5.  Referrals to the OBN (Oklahoma Board of Nursing):  Frequently, cases are dismissed with “no probable cause” and the response from the Probable Cause Committee members can be summed up as “nursing issues,” where it is felt that the problem lies with the nursing department and/or DON (not the direct fault/failure of the administrator).  The question was asked about referring these to the OBN and after conferring with Jerry Taylor at OSDH, who refers these cases to us, when we would like to refer such a case to the OBN, we will essentially have to refer it back to them (because we don’t have the actual names primarily) and ask that they make the referral (and we may discover that they already have made the referral and they will reserve the right to determine whether to refer it or not if they had not already done so).  This is consistent with what I’ve previously been told; that they DO refer “nursing issues” to the OBN already.  They review the 2567s and make such referrals on their own when they feel a standard of practice (for Nursing) has been violated.  For the Probable Cause Committee, on the summaries, we have added an additional question to ascertain if they would like such a referral to be made or not.  
6.  AIT:  I’ve been out and about visiting a few AITs and Preceptors at their facilities…plan to continue to do this occasionally just to see if any problems exist and what they might be…   So far, have found things to be running along in order and no real problems for our AITs (at least none they’re willing to share).  

7.  OFFICE NOTES:  In our spare time, we’ve been working toward some office automation and have created a new database in MicroSoft Access that is capable of doing what we need it to do, but it’s time consuming to set up (though we’re making progress) just to get the data into it  and will take some getting used to using and keeping it current – but in the long run, it should make things run a little more smoothly (well worth the effort).  I’m also staring to put “facility” data into this database, and plan to include all long-term care types (AL, Res Care, Adult Day…) to proactively prepare for additional administrators under this Board’s purview in the future.

8.  HIPDB Report Dispute (FYI):  Sharon Dutton filed a “dispute” with HIPDB concerning a recent Agreed Order.  Our report accurately reflected the Agreed Order.  Her dispute goes to the merits of the case itself though she never brought these issues up to either myself or Mr. Mildren who negotiated the settlement for the Board.  This dispute was filed 12/23/10 and there was a 30 day suspense for our response therefore, the Executive Committee discussed this and determined that our action should be to take NO ACTION (to leave the HIPDB report as is).
