He stated that the finances were moving along well.  Ms. Tiffany Wythe did inform the Board about Executive Order 2015-46, which stated effective December 1, 2015, every State agency shall provide to his or her respective Cabinet Secretary written documentation of a ten percent (10%) reduction in non-mission-critical agency expenses for the remainder of FY 2016 and the entirety of FY 2017.  Documentation shall include an explanation of how the dollars saved from said reduction will be reallocated to other needs within the agency.  The other item, which would become effective immediately, was that a moratorium be placed on non-essential out-of-state travel for all employees and officers of agencies that is paid for, in whole or in part, by the State of Oklahoma.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Thomas led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the proposed 2016 Board Meeting Calendar.  After discussion, it was decided that the December Board meeting would be on December 14, 2016.

Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. AIT PROJECT UPDATE: Every once in awhile, I have something to give to our AITs as an extra project.  I recently asked for volunteers on something and about half the class volunteered to help do some research.  In a nutshell, I’ve divided up a list and have asked them to work with their preceptors and other mentors to analyze the F-tags (survey) that can trigger the OSDH to notify this Board of substandard quality of care scope/severity.  As we hear, many of those tags have issues that fall on the shoulders of nursing and we say it was a “nursing issue” or not something we would hold the administrator culpable for.  We’re asking theses AITs and their Preceptors to look at what the administrators responsibilities actually are with each of these tags – before, during and after an event/incident.  From creating policy and training staff, to QAA committee and QAPI involvement, to directing an investigation, updating policies and reporting requirements.  This information, once compiled, should be helpful to the profession as well as to our Probable Cause Committees when they’re trying to determine that culpability of the administrator in these issues.  It’s an aggressive project with a relatively large number of tags, but it may be the first time anything like it has ever been attempted.  It may not be completed with this class either and may spill over into the next class also working on it.
2. ANTI-TRUST REVIEW UPDATE:  As advertised, last month’s reviews took approximately one week to get the final review from the AG’s office; our cases were all approved.
3. RENEWAL PERIOD UPDATE: As reported last month, we expect to be on schedule for the renewal process which starts on November 1.  What we learned the week after that report is that the guy who has been working with us was due to retire and has since retired.  We had very little notice of his retirement – only a few days.  His replacement has been being trained, allegedly, but we’ve not met him because he was out of the country on FMLA… so we’ve been assured that everything is still set to go off without a hitch (this coming weekend).
4. BOARD SEAT VACANCY UPDATE: Chris Bruehl from the Governor’s office is still actively working to fill our vacant seat (Res Care Administrator seat).  We are learning that due in part to the Anti-Trust issues that they’re much more concerned about our Board members being board members of industry related associations.
5. CONFERENCE ROOM EXPANSION UPDATE:  Unfortunately, I have nothing to report.  The Mall is aware that we have OMES approval but they’re simply not moving on it (apparently) until the lease actually expires November 30.  So, it doesn’t look like we’ll be getting any kind of head start on anything at all without their active participation.
6. NAB NOMINATION ANNOUNCEMENT:  As an FYI, I have been nominated for the position of Secretary for NAB.  The election is not until June 2016 and I am aware that I’m not running unopposed (good guy so I think NAB is in a good position…which I’m happy about).
