	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1.  RENEWALS UPDATE:  This year’s renewal season has been going since November 1 and will run through December 31 (pretty much as usual).  As you’re aware, we “tested” the system more strenuously and believe we’ve had fewer problems this year.  There was a “system-wide” issue last week but that was relatively short-lived and it’s been back up and running.  It was not a problem with “our” processes but with the system itself and affected all agencies using the system during that time period.  That outage should serve as a good reminder to not wait until the last minute to renew because one never knows when a “system” error such as that could occur.
2.  AUDIT UPDATE:  The audit is under way and we’ve been told that the estimated cost for the audit is $9,900.  The fee for our last audit was $3,900 in 2009 (where the estimate was $9,500).  I’m being told that 1) they know we have the money to pay it, and 2) allegedly my predecessor was told in 2009 to budget for an audit every 2 years.  I’m also being told that the fee would no longer be negotiable.  There is a new auditor and apparently he’s not amenable to negotiating these fees as in the past and that given our ability to pay and that we were told to budget for it (and have not had one in over 5 years), we would have difficulty proving a case to have the fee lowered.  I do note, also that the 2007 audit fee was only $3000.  Requesting approval to add their cost estimate into our FY15 budget (FY15 began on July 1; their notification letter was dated June 24).
	- Initial feedback on the audit itself has been pretty positive for OUR internal processes; however, they’ve discovered that ABS (who we contract with to do much of our actual financial work/calculations/reporting), has been late submitting some paperwork on our behalf several times and they’ve discovered some discrepancies in the accuracy of their calculations as well.  I’m absolutely in communication with ABS concerning these issues because it’s my position that I should not be concerned about the accuracy and timeliness of “their” work (their processes that we pay for) as feedback in our audit. I am pretty pleased with how it’s going on the internal side, the things that we do have direct control of – and we’ve taken some pretty good strides to overcome past issues in previous audits (controls that relate to a small office and Nancy Poteete attending meetings is being noted as another plus for us…). We expect the audit to be completed in January.  I would expect the Board to get those results at the February meeting; there’s a chance we could have them by the January meeting, but to be on the safe side, I would not expect them until February.
3.  WEBSITE UPDATE:  Since our last meeting, our website underwent a relatively drastic “face lift” and we think it’s easier to navigate and looks better (pretty pleased with how it looks and works).  If you haven’t had a chance to go see it, please do – we welcome your feedback on these changes.  The one thing that’s missing…we’ve always wanted to have brief bios and maybe a picture of all of our Board Members.  We don’t have that – requires each of you to provide that to us.  If any of you want your personal contact information included (?) such as your phone and/or email address, I would provide that to the public as well.
