Ms. Susan Barnes led the discussion regarding the Financial Report and stated that the financial summary was in the packet and that the Board had a good balance and was in good shape.

Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, announced that there would be a meeting following the Board meeting today. 
	
	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas gave his report as follows:

1.  Travel:  	Will be returning to report to the Executive Committee (as By Laws Committee Chair) at their February meeting (again, NAB funded…taking my wife on the next trip at my own additional expense).

2.  STATE STANDARDS EXAMS: We’ve administered all of the different state standards exams now and all have been validated.  We did have 2 AU students fail the NHA exam (which is unusual and hard to explain when their peers scored as high as 96%).  One of these individuals scored miserably on the exam…and the other barely failed it.  The one that failed miserably didn’t have enough time, which is a first, and didn’t actually answer the last 10 questions (wanted more time but I could not allow it because it is a timed test – and extra time would not have made a difference; he still would have failed…he also wanted to know at the last minute if he didn’t answer if they weren’t counted against him – like an ACT or SAT test I suppose; and that is not the case either…there are 100 questions and all are to be answered).  I honestly do not actually believe he will ever pass the NAB NHA exam (assuming he one day passes our exam).  The other, I believe, simply had a case of test-taking-nerves.  We had people finish the NHA exam within 25 minutes and do very well on it so the material had been covered and the questions were good.  

3.  RENEWALS:  We’re still getting calls from people who ignored, lost or didn’t get our email in September and didn’t change their PIN to a password they could remember and ultimately cannot access their own records to renew.  We’re being as responsive and as helpful as possible and we even created and posted a “guide” online (with pictures…screenshots…) to walk them through the renewal process.  My big fear remains that people will once again wait until the last minute (when nobody is in the office) and try to renew late and have problems and fail to renew.  

4.  LOOK AHEAD:
	Preceptor training – January 9th 
Next Board Meeting – January 23rd (everyone has a printout of 2013 meeting dates)
	AU Spring term – to begin on January 24 (my mistake to have made it the day after a Board meeting…thought I learned that lesson once already, yet I did it again)
NAB Review (NHA) for February 25 and 26.

5.  CEU AUDITS:  FYI – will begin auditing of NHAs in January (to include random background checks).  We do not intend to audit other administrator types in 2013 (only NHAs) because we audited 100% in 2012 during the grandfathering process.  If that is not correct, we may need to discuss it, but I wanted you all to know that was my intent.  Audits of all administrator types will begin in earnest in 2014 (for CY2013).

	Mr. Weaver informed the Board that Mr. Jim Jakubovitz has stepped down as Chair of the Education Committee and that Mr. Curtis Aduddell has now been appointed the new Chair of the Education Committee.

	The meeting adjourned at 11:00 a.m.
