	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. LEGISLATION UPDATE: Could be a quiet year outside of the budget.  The only bill (so
Far – still need to watch the various shell bills) that has had any possible implications for us was authored by Rep. Caldwell regarding Hospice Administrators and a continuing education requirement for them.  The Bill (HB1438) has the Health Department (OSDH) monitoring that new requirement being proposed.  After discussing it with Dr. Hartsell, it appears OSDH is fully content to take that task on if it’s the will of the legislature and will not express an opinion as to whether it actually would better belong with this Board or not.  If we want to make that case, we’re entirely on our own to do so.  
The big concern this year is a “sweep” of surplus funds that would pretty severely (negatively) impact us regarding the achievement of the goals and vision we have aligned with our strategic plan.  
There are other bills that could affect our daily work as they would affect other agencies (additional paperwork, such as requiring us to publish on our website such things as our agencies employees’ salaries – though that’s already available to the public – and copies of all memorandums of agreement and/or understanding that we have with other agencies).  

2.  AU UPDATE:  Off and running with 35 students…the classrooms we’ve arranged are 
working out really well and the students are pretty motivated.  As a side note, we held our NAB Review earlier this week (Monday and Tuesday) with Joe Townsend and that was well attended (20 students) in spite of the weather earlier this week.  We might expect a spike over the next few months in NHA license requests pending these students (and others) taking and passing the NAB NHA exam.  

3.  AUDIT FINAL COST:  The total of the December and January invoices for our recent audit was $7785.00.  We expect that to be the “final” amount but they do have the right to come back and look into something if they have cause at a later date.  We don’t expect that to happen.  The estimate was for $9900.00 so it’s coming in around $2,000 under their estimate.
