	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:
	
1.  STRATEGIC PLAN:  The Executive Committee has been working on aspects of strategic planning, specifically wrestling with Core Values and a Vision Statement so far.  We are still discussing next steps for the Board (to include an “off-site” workshop to finalize) and hoping to have something we can present to the Board in the near future.

2.  AU STATUS:  AU is underway and we have 21 students; there were 29 who signed up but several opted at the last minute to start with the next class in August for various reasons.  

3.  CE AUDITS: As required, we are well underway with this year’s CE audits.  So far, so good.  We have now sent notices to over the required 5% of nursing home administrators already, and while we still have some responses pending, we have not yet found any shortages.  We’ve also sent notices to all of the Adult Day and Res Care administrators – still fielding those responses.  Will be sending notices to the RC/AL administrators soon to get that last piece completed.  

4.  AMANDA ISSUES:  We’ve experienced and are still experiencing some issues with AMANDA.  We’re working with the IT personnel to resolve these issues.  For example: 
	- During renewal in 2012, there was an issue that did not allow anything but whole dollars to be paid through the system; there was a patch put on to fix that problem.
	- They recently did an “upgrade” of the system and that “odd cents” patch was somehow not included and we had a short period of time recently when people were unable to pay us.  
	- Some data has also apparently been over-written by “blank” data (addresses primarily) and we are working to resolve this issue and recover that data (it’s there – just buried and may require a lot of “fat finger” entries to recover it.  Not pleased.

5.  HEALTH DEPARTMENT:  I recently met with Hank Hartzell, Dorya Huser and James Joslin concerning some ongoing issues with surveys and referring the proper administrator and validating the administrators credentials.  Hoping to meet more routinely and establish some better communication channels.
