	Ms. Susan Barnes, Chair of the Finance Committee, went over the summary Finance Report which included the balances, expenditures, etc. and stated the Board was doing well.  Discussion followed.  

	Mr. Brett Coble, Chair of the Legislative Committee, informed the Board that several Board members had been confirmed by the Senate this past week and that Representative Dank and Senator Treat had agreed to carry our Bill regarding the rules fees.  Discussion followed.

	There was no report regarding the Personnel Committee.

	Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the QA/Rules Revision Committee, was pleased to say there was no report at this time.  Mr. Bill Weaver made a request of the Rules Committee, that within the next rule’s session, they look into the possibility of an alternate path of becoming a Long Term Care Administrator, which would include the involvement of the Education Committee as well.  Discussion followed.

	There was no report regarding the Ethics Committee.

	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas gave his report as follows:

1.  PROBABLE CAUSE NOTE:  After today, we only have one 2011 case still pending Probable Cause determination and that one is held up due to a CMS appeal (the Board approved its extension for 6 months at the last Board meeting).  The committee is doing exceptionally well keeping up with what’s coming in.  I also note a lower than usual number of 2567 referrals so far this year but an increase in private/DHS reports so far.  But still no problems to report with our ongoing CEU audits so far this year.

2.  NEW BOARD ROOM:  The lease was signed and work has begun.  Demolition of the old restaurant began last week and the exterior walls are already up; we have also placed our order with OCI for the furniture.  We’ll advise you all of the move-in date and when our first Board meeting will be held in there!  Looking forward to it.  Do not expect to be in for the April meeting but May is a reasonable expectation.

3.  SPEAKING ENGAGEMENT:  Still looking for additional volunteers to sit on the panel at OAHCP in May with me if interested.  So far, I have Brett Coble and Bill Pierce.  Please let me know if you want to participate in that.  The more the merrier (to the point of not having a quorum…then it’s not quite as merry).

4.  REGISTRATION SYSTEM: The work for this new system has also begun and we’ll keep you posted as it develops.  We’ll be one of the first in the state to use this new system which has a lot of promise, but that also probably means we’ll be sorting through some “bugs,” too.  I’m optimistic though that it will be very functional and an improvement over our current systems. 

5.  RULES: It has been tough and slow to get in to see the right people but we finally have a commitment from Rep. Dank and Sen. Treat to carry the joint resolution to have the fees portion of our rules start to move forward for approval.  There is talk of the sine die being earlier this year than in the past so it may put us on a very fast train.

6.  BOARD VACANCIES: 3 vacancies now with the DHS seat vacated (Stella Church) and one of the Medical Professional seats also vacated (Warren Meador).  Note, too, that these two resignations hit the Personnel Committee very hard (2 of 3 members).  Will need to consider appointing two people back to this committee in time.

NEXT MEETING:  April 25th – still planning to be in the Seminole Meeting Room but if that changes, we will proudly let you know.
