Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Pierce, Dr. Maurice Payne and Mr. Marc Edwards.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.  Recused – Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church and Ms. Jeannie Gault.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson was present but unavailable for the following vote.


Motion was made by Mr. Marc Edwards, seconded by Dr. Tom O’Connor, that Mr. Dennis Doyle, License No. 3049 regarding Case No. 08-76A, receive an administrative fine of $1,000.00 and revocation of his Long Term Care Administrator’s license.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative - Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Pierce, Dr. Maurice Payne and Mr. Marc Edwards.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.  Recused – Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church and Ms. Jeannie Gault.


Mr. Richard Mildren, the Board’s prosecuting attorney, requested that OSBELTCA v Jerry Sutton, License No. 2982, Case No. 09-01 be continued until the April 21, 2010 Board meeting.  Discussion followed.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson was present but unavailable for the following vote.


Motion was made by Mr. Bill Weaver, seconded by Mr. Bill Pierce to accept the request to continue Mr. Jerry Sutton, License No. 2982, Case No. 09-01 until the April 21, 2010 Board meeting. Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware, Mr. Bill Pierce, and Mr. Marc Edwards.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.  Recused – Ms. Jeannie Gault, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer and Dr. Maurice Payne.


Ms. Stella Church, member of the Legislative Committee, led the discussion regarding the Legislative Committee Report.  Ms. Church informed the Board that the committee was in the process of drafting a letter regarding possible licensure of assisted living, residential care, etc. and that this will go to involved bodies by June or July 2010.  Discussion followed.


There was no Code of Ethics Report.


There was no Rules Revision Report, however, Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair, informed the Board that a QA Committee meeting would be held immediately following today’s Board meeting.


Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. Probable Cause – This committee is “caught up” and now that this mad rush is over, we will be dealing with “current” cases only, as they come in (with occasional looks back as will be requested by Richard Mildren and myself).  Thanks for the hard work to get us here – it should actually free me up to put more attention on other areas to include AU and possibly investigations.  There is still, however, a sizeable backlog of cases with our prosecutor.  


a. Case Closure/Recommendation to Close:
i. I administratively closed case 09-70 because it went through the IDR process and the findings of substandard care were reversed; therefore with no such findings, the case would have never been referred to us.  FYI.

ii. Suggest closing case 08-07 for numerous reasons to include the fact that the home itself (Whispering Pines, Norman) has since closed and Richard will not likely be able to locate witnesses (or at a prohibitive cost) and the fact that the question of who the actual AOR at the time of the survey also remains unclear.


Motion was made by Mr. Bill Weaver, seconded by Mr. Bill Pierce, to close Case No. 08-07, due to the aforementioned numerous reasons.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Pierce and Dr. Maurice Payne.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.  Recused – Ms. Nancy Atkinson.
2. Administrator University – Though considerable progress has been made, quite a lot remains to be done to get this course where it needs to be.  

a. Would like the board to consider ordering textbooks and including them in the price of the school for the next term (or at least as an option for the students). 

i. Price:  Checking with the publisher about a bulk purchase; 20% discount =  $84.40 (normally priced at $105.50), from ordering 35-50 books.   

b. Syllabus draft is coming along, but slowly (faculty dependent for inputs)

i. Will require the Education Committee to approve this when in a more final form.  

c. Working to finalize the classroom schedule for next term with the Construction Industries Board to continue having classes in Suite 5 next term.  More intra-mall moves apparently are pending so commitment is slow on their part, but I will move ahead shortly to confirm the availability of instructors and am aware that we are losing 1-2 for retirements and the like (and looking for their replacements).  

3. CEU Audits – In the past, once a year, we’ve randomly generated license numbers and then sent out mass mailings which “floods” our office with work and distracts us from the daily flow of work for a period of time while it is ongoing.  

a. We are now requesting a CEU audit reply when we receive a 2567 referral on an Administrator.  This change will keep the normal flow of the office uninterrupted and should yield even more audits than before (5% was about 35 audits; with this change, we estimate being in the neighborhood of 80-100 per year, based on the history of referrals), and if the referral becomes a complaint and there’s a CEU issue at the same time, it could all be rolled into a single complaint saving further effort.  We are validating the CEUs when they report them.

b. The audit response also lets us know that they have received the letter telling them we’re in receipt of the referred 2567 and will give us better insight on the administrator’s intent to provide us with any additional information.  Some are sending their CEUs and a response together already.  It is helpful.  

c. As this same random generation of license numbers was also used for doing random background checks, we are also initiating those checks with a 2567 referral as well.  

4. Legislature – Have been keeping you posted as I go, as best I can (and vice versa – I do appreciate when you all find things and alert me to them as well).  SB0479 seems to have “died” in its original form.  Will continue to watch/stay plugged in to what’s going on.

5. Mailing/Networking – Ran my letter through the Executive Committee (edited) and then sent it out to all Administrators; have initiated a voluntary networking opportunity for our administrators to exchange information and help each other out (better than a newsletter as it is interactive and free).  Feedback has been positive, but participation in the “group” is not nearly as active as I had hoped it would be, yet, but it’s still growing and the discussions are just starting to pick up a bit.

6. Preceptor Training – Looking at setting a class date in July to get some new preceptors and to have a chance for current ones to re-certify.  Working with Stella Church on this.

7. Investigator(s) – Out of the box thinking ahead… rather than “hire” an investigator, have we considered the option of asking perhaps a pair of seasoned administrators to go out together and gather the required information for us which would also be exposing them to the process as well, and compensate them with CEU credits and perhaps mileage?  Certain restrictions would have to apply to assure no conflict of interests occurred and the like.  This seems like an option for us to consider as it would be educating our administrators by getting them involved in the process and our actual monetary costs would also be minimal (a major plus).  As well, as we are getting caught up, it is entirely possible that I might be able to devote time to some of these investigations myself (or, as an educational opportunity, overseeing these small groups of administrators), though one could argue that I should stay out of the investigating business as much as possible.


Motion was made by Mr. Bill Weaver, seconded by Dr. Tom O’Connor, that the aforementioned section relating to investigators be pursued and refined.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Pierce and Dr. Maurice Payne.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.
8. Pending Travel – 

a. NAB Annual Meeting – June 9-11 at Portland, OR – registered; 

b. National Emerging Leadership Summit – June 15-18, Washington, DC – applied and awaiting acceptance/approval.  Due date for application was 3/31/10 and worked through Executive Committee before applying.

c. Governor’s Executive Development Program – August 1-5, Stillwater – have not applied; costs about $2700 for early bird registration (plus hotel @$70/night).  Roughly $3000 if desired that I should attend; Early Bird registration due date is June 9, 2010.

The Board members gave approval to Mr. Thomas to attend the aforementioned conferences/programs.
