Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Finance Committee Report.


Ms. Gault went over the finance report and informed the Board that we were $2,000.00 ahead of where we were in July 2010 and that we were doing well financially.


Mr. Terry Williams, Chair of the Legislative Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Legislative Committee report.


Mr. Williams thanked Mr. Thomas and the other members who have helped with HB1282 and then Mr. Thomas, Executive Director, informed the Board that it did look like HB1282 would pass and that it had gone through the House and the Senate and that is was back at the House for some minor amendments and then on to the Governor for her signature.  There will be a lot of hard work in the future for the new Board.  Discussion followed.

There was no Personnel Committee report.  However, Mr. Thomas informed the Board that he had started the hiring process for another employee.

Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Quality Assurance/Rules Revision Committee, informed the Board that he would like to have his committee meet following the Board meeting. 

There was no report regarding the Code of Ethics.


Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1.  HB1282: Discussed under Legislative Committee Report.  Moved through committee and the Senate – passed 39-0.  There were some edits made before it went to committee so it will have to go back to the House to be re-approved.  Not expecting any problems with that happening.


a.  Rules:   Have been working on this but realize that we will need a lot of help to get it “right,” especially concerning the new areas (AL, RC, Adult Day Care).  Expect the “Rules Committee” will be getting very busy in the near future “assuming” the bill is becoming law.  I have provided to the Rules Committee Chair a very rough initial draft of my own observations of rules that will need to be changed due to the statute changes we’ve proposed (and some other observations).  


b.  Additional Employee:  Anticipating this bill will pass, I have recently initiated the hiring process for an additional administrative employee, primarily to assume the duties of the new administrator types (anticipate leaving Pam with the current types) and to assist in preparation for the addition of these new administrator types, rules revision and other duties.  With a statewide “hiring freeze” in place, I have already made the “exception” request with Dr. Cline, our Cabinet Secretary, and do not expect any difficulty in gaining approval.
2.  Preceptor Training:  Next on June 1st.  Expecting a fairly sizeable class based on those who are expiring in July, those who recently expired and the interest we’ve already had. This will be the 4th class we’ve taught in the last year and we will be requesting Board’s approval for another year’s worth of classes at a future Board meeting.


a.  AIT reviews:  I did conduct a couple more random visits and still finding the program is in order for our AITs and Preceptors on those visits.


b.  ACHCA – I’m aware of a small group of administrators who are trying to generate enough interest among Oklahoma Administrators to re-establish a viable ACHCA chapter in Oklahoma.  How does this relate to “Preceptor Training?”  Perhaps it won’t, but Preceptor Training is conducted by the ACHCA Chapter in some states.  The value this chapter could give to Oklahoma, to me, would be worth this Board considering stepping back and allowing an Oklahoma ACHCA chapter to conduct this training at some point in the future, assuming the new chapter shows an interest in conducting this training.  
3.  AU -  Syllabus is ready for the Fall term (class will start on August 5th).  Spring term is still coming along well.  


a.  I’m fairly impressed with the zeal of some of our newer instructors who are actually tailoring their presentations to be more aligned with the NAB Domains of Practice and NAB NHA exam type topics, some of them modifying/basing their presentations on the reading assignments we’ve given the students.  Even some of the “established” instructors are “digging in” a little more and understanding better the kinds of things AITs “need” to know from them. 
b.  FLASH CARDS:  I converted the “glossary” I’ve been working on for our students into online flash cards (http://www.ok.gov/osbeltca/Preceptor_and_AIT_Help/index.html) through our website…really good feedback from our students and limited feedback from around the nation (via ACHCA) as people are discovering them.  Has over 900 items, including terms broken down into Domains, therapeutic actions, prefixes, suffixes, common diagnoses, abbreviations…another good tool to help our students to learn and pass the NAB NHA exam.
