However, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer wished to discuss this case because it was written at a Level K, IJ which meant residents with dementia were harmed by the use of bedrails.  During discussion, Mr. Thomas informed the Board that an IDR (Internal Dispute Resolution) had been requested regarding this case to the Oklahoma State Department of Health.  


Motion was made by Mr. Bill Pierce, seconded by Mr. Terry Williams, to defer Case No. 10-13 because of a pending IDR (Internal Dispute Resolution) until it is completed with the Oklahoma State Department of Health. Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance Committee, led the discussion regarding the Financial Status Report.  Ms. Gault provided a copy of the report to the members and explained in detail summary receipts, disbursements, the income for the month of March, the expenses and finally the ending cash balance.  She also informed the Board that the 2011 budget would be due soon and that it was important to budget properly for the upcoming year.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair of the Personnel Committee, stated there was no report at this time.

Mr. Terry Williams, Chair of the Legislative Committee, led the discussion regarding the Legislative Committee Report.  Mr. Williams informed the Board that the committee was in the process of pulling together a roundtable discussion regarding possible licensure of assisted living, residential care, etc. to find out where we currently are and where we need to be….which would include all involved parties.  Mr. Williams hopes to have this meeting possibly in May or June 2010 at the latest.  Ms. Stella Church informed Mr. Williams that she and Mr. Z Thomas had drafted a letter in this regard for his viewing.  Discussion followed.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, stated there was no report at this time.


Dr. Tom O’Connor, Chair of the Code of Ethics Committee, stated there was no report at this time.


Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director gave his report as follows:

1. 
   Case Closure Recommendation – 08-44:  As Richard began to prosecute this case, the administrator responded (and provided documentation) that she was not the AOR at the time of the survey in question.  Our records validate that she was only an interim administrator at this facility, but not at the time of this survey.  Coupling the age of this survey (2 years) with the fact that we have the wrong AOR “on the hook” plus the fact that this home (Brookhaven, Norman) has not had a problem since this survey (as a testament that they must be fixing their problems), it seems logical that we should administratively close this case at this time.    

Motion was made by Mr. Bill Weaver, seconded by Ms. Peggy Wiebener, to administratively close Case No. 08-44.  Motion carried with voting as follows: Affirmative -  Ms. Susan Barnes, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Marlene Asmussen, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Ms. Stacie Ware and Ms. Peggy Wiebener.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – Mr. Bill Pierce.  Recused – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Dr. Maurice Payne and Mr. Terry Williams.
2. VA Accreditation – I am working on this.  If we can get the VA to accredit our course, our test or the NAB exam (any or all), it would be beneficial to veterans and may factor into their decision to go into long term care.  I’m not certain exactly where we will come out with this initiative.  

a. State Standards Exam – after meeting with the VA rep on this, I feel pretty confident that, at a minimum, we can have veterans reimbursed for the State Standards Exam.  

b. NAB Exam – the VA rep is researching the NAB Exam itself; that will have to be accomplished by the NAB (in DC) and then it may be reimbursable for veterans.  Should be as easy as getting our State Standards Exam approved but requires the NAB to take the steps required.  Randy Lindner at NAB  has shared with me that he will be discussing this with the VA in May.

c. AU – we have some hurdles that we will have to deal with if we want to be accredited by the VA and reimbursable for veterans.  Primarily, and preliminarily, we would have to establish some sort of mid-term “progress” exam and would have to establish a pro-rata refund program for veterans (if they don’t finish the course, they would be entitled to some of their money back…).  AIT – probably not possible to get funding reimbursed.  

3. Investigator(s) – Have worked up a refinement of the idea of using administrators to accomplish this task for us…  separate handout.  Would like to proceed with the pilot program to see how it will actually work.  Recommending 6 CEUs for a day’s worth of work and evidence gathering and the commitment to be a witness if needed.  There was much discussion.
4. Pending Travel – No real changes/surprises

a. NAB Annual Meeting – June 9-11 at Portland, OR – registered; 

b. National Emerging Leadership Summit – June 15-18, Washington, DC – accepted;

c. Governor’s Executive Development Program – August 1-5, Stillwater – registered.

5. AU – Wrapping up this term before our next meeting; State Standards exam is scheduled for May 20th (next board meeting is May 26th).  Fall Term set to start August 12th and most of the schedule is firmed up (dates with CIB Conference Room confirmed); looking for a replacement instructor for Linda Kimmel (who retires at the end of this month) for two topics – Activities/Social Services and a portion of the ICF/MR curriculum.  Also, looking for a place for the first class in Tulsa as Montereau will not be available due to construction.  Firming up nicely though and plenty of time to fill these gaps; also still need to confirm the dates with the instructors or swap dates/topics – but we do have the room scheduled now.  See attached schedule (one page).  

6. August Board Meeting – August 25th; expect a location change for that meeting as CIB needs the conference room that day.  Suite 40B is also available again but with only 30 day advance scheduling.  We will advise you of the location as we settle that one out, too.


Dr. Maurice Payne informed the other Board members needing Senate confirmation that the date was now set for May 3, 2010 at the same location.  Discussion followed.

Ms. Mary Brinkley, Executive Director, of the Oklahoma Association of Homes and Services for the Aging informed the Board of the crisis which will occur when certain bills pass and when budget cuts on various State agencies and State funded programs, etc. are implemented.  She challenged the Board members to visit with their Representatives, Senators, etc. regarding these issues.  Discussion followed.


The meeting adjourned at 10:45 am.
