The Settlement Agreement stated that Ms. Bonnie Perkins would receive a letter of reprimand and pay a fine of $1000.00 within 60 days.  Respondent will also pay fees incurred by the attorney prosecuting the case for the Board to be paid within 60 days and complete 6 hours of continuing education approved by the Executive Director within 180 days of the date the agreement is signed by the Board.
