Mr. Richard Mildren, the Board’s Prosecuting Attorney, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding OSBELTCA v. TINA PEARSON License No. 2877, Case No. 11-78(H) Possible Evidentiary Hearing on Complaint; Possible Executive Session Pursuant to 25 O.S. Supp. 2009, §307(B)(8); Possible Board Action.  Ms. Carrie Burnsed, attorney for Ms. Tina Pearson, was present also.

Summaries of the Settlement Agreements had been previously distributed.

The Settlement Agreement stated that Ms. Pearson would receive a letter of concern, pay a fine of $300.00 within 60 days and complete 6 hours of continuing education in the areas relating to incident reporting approved by the Executive Director within 120 days of the date the Agreement is signed by the Board.

	Mr. Richard Mildren, the Board’s Prosecuting Attorney, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding OSBELTCA v. VINCENT DIKE License No. 2649, Case No. 12-12(D) Possible Evidentiary Hearing on Complaint; Possible Executive Session Pursuant to 25 O.S. Supp. 2009, §307(B)(8); Possible Board Action.  
The Settlement Agreement stated that Mr. Dike would receive a letter of reprimand, pay a fine of $500.00 within 60 days and complete 6 hours of continuing education in the areas relating to neglect and/or abuse of residents approved by the Executive Director within 120 days of the date the Agreement is signed by the Board.

In the absence of Ms. Susan Barnes, Chair of the Finance Committee, Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, informed the Board that we were solvent and doing well.

Mr. Brett Coble, Chair of the Legislative Committee, informed the Board that the rules had been signed by the Governor and would be effective on July 1, 2012.
	
	There was no report regarding the Personnel Committee. 

	Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the QA/Rules Revision Committee, informed the Board that there would be a Rules Committee meeting following the Board meeting to continue the discussion regarding the possibility of an alternate path of licensure as a Long Term Care Administrator other than the Bachelor’s Degree.  Discussion followed.

	There was no report regarding the Ethics Committee.

	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas gave his report as follows:

1.  NEW BOARD ROOM:  I think it will have spoken for itself by the time we get to this report…still has that “new car smell.”  I would point out that the WiFi is “Oklahoma Open” and anybody who agrees to the terms may use it (iPad, iPhone, laptop…wireless connection).  This should be helpful to our instructors for AU (and unfortunately, a distraction for our students).

3.  SPEAKING ENGAGEMENTS:  Thanks to Brett Coble and Bill Weaver for helping with the “panel” at OAHCP…not as many questions as any of us expected but it went well.  Also spoke last week at OSU for a new batch of Residential Care trainees and that went very well. Only 15 “students” there but those few people actually had more questions.  Thanks to Bill Pierce also for agreeing to cover an upcoming engagement at the Downtown College Consortium in June (while I’m out of town).

4.  REGISTRATION SYSTEM: The work for this new system is progressing and we still expect to have that up and running in June. We will start the grandfathering process on July 1. 

5.  TRAVEL: Heading to Providence, RI for the Annual NAB meeting June 6-8 (traveling on June 5th and returning late on the 8th).  The week after that, I will be taking some “time off” and joining my parents and siblings for a few days of fishing and golfing in Arkansas so I will essentially be out of the office for the first couple of weeks in June.

6.  RULES: Through the House and Senate; on the Governor’s desk and we don’t expect any problems; plan to send a “notice” to all of our Certified Assistants (to let them know of the significant rules changes that will affect them) and to our contacts in the various associations and higher institutes of learning who train the various administrator types as well as to each Res Care, AL and Adult Day Care center in an effort to reach as many existing administrators from the various types as possible.  Things will be getting very busy for us starting in July and then we start AU again in August as well.  Sine die is no later than May 25th (Friday) so in addition to our rules concerning our fees being approved, the fact that our other rules were not disapproved, all of our rules proposals will be approved and will go into effect July 1.  

	a.  Implications:  We need to be ready to do the registering and issuance of license (our registration system – AMANDA) needs to be functional by July 1 (and should be).  We need to be ready to give state standards exams for the additional licensure types by July 1.  We also probably need to update the NHA State Standards exam to include questions about the other licensure areas since the scope of practice has been expanded to include these other areas.  

	b.  Bottom line:  Our office has a LOT to do in the coming months along with our normal work flow.

7.  BOARD VACANCIES: Expecting some interim appointments from the Governor’s office (cannot be confirmed until the next legislative session – not a problem as most of you served in that same capacity until recently).  Have not heard from DHS concerning the replacement of their representative and I am following up with both contacts.  

8.  AU:  Most of the current class will be taking the State Standards Exam on May 24th (tomorrow).  Set to start again in early August (still too early to know how many students we will have but the syllabus is set and it’s so nice to be able to do long term scheduling in advance).  Following the review on the final day of class, I usually offer anyone the opportunity to take the test and save themselves the drive back the following week.  Five students took the test on May 17th and all five passed.  We’ve not seen issues with our students passing the NHA State Standards Exam in quite awhile.  Our AU instructors and our Preceptors have been doing a pretty good job and our students have taken on the appropriate attitude to study as well.

9.  BUDGET:  In the process of laying out the FY2013 budget now; tedious work and I’m not real happy as I have to do it twice this year, breaking out our “IT” issues separately (internet service, phone service, firewall…) because of a new statute that requires someone in OSF to approve that aspect of every agency’s budget separately.  Not what I consider efficient, quite frankly.  Nonetheless, I expect to have the Budget for FY13 prepared and on next month’s agenda as well (more of the “normal” workflow that keeps us busy).

NEXT MEETING:  June 27th  

	Mr. Bill Weaver requested that the Board members consider whether they would like to continue with the current Board meeting schedule to date or whether they would like to make changes.  Mr. Weaver informed the Board Members that these two items would be on the agenda at the June 27, 2012 Board Meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 9:35 a.m.
