There was no Personnel Committee Report.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Quality Assurance Committee, led the discussion regarding the QA report.  Ms. Atkinson informed the Board that the committee had been meeting for several months now and had several items to report. First, Ms. Atkinson explained the self assessment tool from the Domains of Practice and how the implementation of this tool would help determine strengths and weaknesses of the Administrator University now and in the future.  Discussion followed.  Secondly, the committee discussed sanctions for administrators who failed to complete their continuing education requirements and making this a part of the permanent rules in the future.  Thirdly, Dr. O’Connor appointed a committee, two members from the QA committee and two members from the Probable Cause committee, to discuss the many issues related to the Board receiving the 2567 reports from the Oklahoma State Department of Health.  The committee members appointed were Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair, Ms. Peggy Wiebener, Ms. Stacie Ware and Mr. Bill Weaver.  Discussion followed.

There was no Rules Revision Committee Report.


There was no Ethics Committee Report.


Mr. Z Thomas gave his report as follows:

1. Case Closure – While reviewing #08-24 (had been referred to Richard for Probable Cause), it was discovered that the scope/severity of this case had been reduced per IDR and was therefore no longer “substandard quality of care.”  This IDR met 02/27/2008 and   the case, therefore, has been administratively closed. This also appeared on Probable Cause list as an FYI item.

2. Probable Cause ​ - As we are progressing through the cases “with” Probable Cause (and Richard is doing as well as anyone could expect), we are discovering that many Administrators were waiting to provide a response but had not done so for various reasons; therefore, when we run across that issue, we have been backing up in the process and submitting the response (and any other documentation they may provide) to the original PCC that reviewed their case and asking that the question of Probable Cause be revisited to include considering the new information.  This should be short-lived as all administrators are now getting a notice upon receipt of the referral/complaint and we are asking them for their input right up front; however, some administrators are still (oddly) somewhat slow to respond.  

3. FY2011 Budget – Working on this with OSF (Riley Shaull) and Jeannie Gault; currently have the expenses budgeted to less than $300K (was over $350K last year).  

4. VA Accreditation – The State Standards Exam has been approved for reimbursement (for qualified veterans) by the VA. Not pursuing any other reimbursement options at this time.  This does not affect us in any way in our office – the veterans still pay us as usual but can now apply for reimbursement of this particular fee.  The NAB itself is something each Prometric office, where the tests are administered, will have to obtain approval for.  

5. Pending Travel –The next few weeks will be busy ones for me, out of the office (FYI)

a. NAB Annual Meeting – June 9-11 at Portland, OR – registered; 

b. National Emerging Leadership Summit – June 15-18, Washington, DC – accepted; have received “homework” to the tune of nearly 300 pages of reading in preparation…

c. Governor’s Executive Development Program – August 1-5, Stillwater – registered.

d. CLEAR Investigator Certification – September 20-22, Nashville – considering (also overlaps with the September Board meeting…). 

6. AU – Spring term complete May 20th; testing:  100% of the class passed the State Standards Exam plus several for reciprocity.

a. Fall term begins August 12th; schedule (instructors) still firming up to accommodate their personal schedules.  Has been a challenge but it is coming together.

7. Preceptor Training – Scheduled for Friday, July 30th (with Stella Church).  

Short report but not indicative of all that’s going on – busy summer ahead of us!
