The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Dr. Tom O'Connor, Chair.

Ms. Jan Sinclair, Chief Investigator with the State Board of Nursing, will be speaking at our June 25, 2008 Board Meeting.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision committee, led the discussion and possible action regarding the Rules Revision report.  Ms. Atkinson stated that Governor Henry signed and approved our rules on May 5, 2008 and that they would become effective July 1, 2008.  We anticipate hearing from Governor Henry within the next two weeks regarding our Emergency Rule.


Ms. Sandra Balzer presented a Consent Order for the Board's consideration in Case #05-96 involving Mr. William Shawn.  Under the terms of the proposed Consent Order the Respondent stipulates to the allegation he failed to implement established policies and supervise staff effectively.  Mr. Shawn agreed to the following Order:

Within one year of the date of the acceptance of this order, Respondent shall complete three hours of continuing education on identification, reporting, investigation and prevention of abuse; three hours of continuing education on accident prevention and three hours of continuing education on supervision of staff for a total of nine hours of continuing education.  Respondent shall obtain approval of such programs from the Education committee prior to enrollment.  These units shall be in addition to those hours required for licensure renewal.  Respondent shall provide documentation of completion of such continuing education to the Board.  Failure to complete the required continuing education hours may result in further disciplinary actions against Respondent.

Dr. Roger Lanier led the discussion and possible action on the consideration of a 60 day extension involving Ms. Patricia Colvin, Case 07-72, 08-02 and 08-03.

Mr. Marc Edwards, Chair of the Priority Review committee, stated that there was nothing to report this month.

Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance committee, led the discussion and possible action regarding the Finance report.  Ms. Gault went over the report which was included in the packet and stated that the Board was financially solvent.  Ms. Gault also informed the Board that included in their packets was the Estimated Year End Itemized Purchases as of May 27, 2008.  Discussion followed.

Ms. Gault informed the Board that the Finance committee had met and the recommendation from the committee was to approve and sign the contract with the Attorney General's office for another year.  


Motion was made by Ms. Jeannie Gault, seconded by Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, to approve the aforementioned recommendation of the Finance committee.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener, Dr. Maurice Payne and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer. Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair of the Personnel committee, led the discussion and possible action regarding the Personnel Committee report.  Mr. Weaver stated that he had received 7 evaluation forms from various Board members and that the consensus was to keep Dr. Lanier on as Executive Director.  Mr. Weaver stated that the committee needed to meet with Dr. Lanier to jointly establish goals for the upcoming fiscal year.  The Personnel committee intends to make a formal continued employment motion regarding Dr. Roger Lanier at the June 25, 2008 Board meeting.


Dr. Roger Lanier, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:
1. Permanent Rule Changes.  Governor Henry signed our proposed rule changes on May 5, 2008.  Therefore, these rules will be effective July 1, 2008.

2. State Standards Examination X 2.  The State Standards Examination was administered on May 16 to 14 individuals of which 13 passed the examination.  These results and the statistical breakdowns have previously been circulated.  The State Standards Examination was administered again on May 20 to one individual who passed.

3. End of Year Purchases.  A number of deferred items were purchased with end of year funds that resulted from delays in filling positions.  A complete list of expenditures was provided elsewhere in your packets.  These expenditures were all coordinated with the Finance Committee.

4. Committee Sign Up Sheets.  There is a committee sign up sheet in each Board Members packet.  Please sign up for those committees where you have an interest in serving.  You will note that when all the obsolete members were removed, some of the committees are fairly lean on membership.

5. Prosecutor Position.  A resume was submitted by Richard A. Mildren to assume the 
prosecutor position.  Mr. Mildren has served in a similar role for the Board of 
Dentistry, Board of Osteopathic Examiners, and the Board of Optometry.  There is 
one other potential applicant from whom we are waiting on a resume.  Ms. Peggy 
Wiebener informed Dr. Lanier that she had a resume to submit to the Board of Mr. 
Daniel Gamino who was given to her by another State agency.  Dr. Lanier stated 
that both resumes would be reviewed by the Board.    
6. Annual OAG Contract.  The annual OAG contract has been submitted by Gay Tudor.  The contract remains under review by the Finance Committee.

7. Legislation.  As of May 23, HB 2704 (the LTC facility for sexual predators’ bill which included our rule changes) had unanimously passed the House and the Senate.  It is on the way for the Governor’s signature.

8. State Budgetary Limitations.  There has been no word on the continued pass through monies in the OSDH budget.  There have been discussions of a special session to resolve normal funding issues.

9. Complaint Statistics.  The May updated listings were:  pending hearings (3), complaints (25), and 2567s (58).  Therefore, there were 86 cases pending. 

Note that ten new cases have been received since the last meeting.  These were five new complaints and five 2567s.  


I was recently informed that Jodi Garrison will comply with the February 21, 2007 sanction and withdraw her appeal.

Mr. Phil Forslund, Deputy Director, informed the Board that the network switch arrived last week and is being configured by the Office of State Finance (OSF).  He informed the Board that this would take us off of the port extenders or port replicators that we are currently running on now.  We have found out as we have been purging records for conversion to electronic media that we will have to update our Records Disposition Schedule which is currently on file with the Department of Libraries.  We also amended our agreement with OSF for our computer support.  In the past we have been on an hourly basis, however, now it will be all inclusive with the fee being $150.00 per month.  We will be on their central server and they will maintain the network switch.  We shipped 28 boxes of records for conversion.  These files will come back to us in a CD format that will be uploaded to the server.  There will be discussion with OSF regarding the accessibility of the files for the agency and the Board members.  Once the backroom gets cleared, it can be utilized as a conference room for committee meetings, etc.  



There was discussion regarding the Board reviewing the Administrator-In-Training (AIT) program and the Preceptor certification program.  Dr. Lanier was hopeful that a Preceptor Seminar could possibly be administered by late summer.  Discussion followed.  

There was discussion regarding informative articles for administrators being put on the website and possibly restarting the newsletter on the web also.  Discussion followed.

The meeting adjourned at 10:15 p.m.
