1.  NAB: Susan Haws and I both attended the annual meeting last week; Susan may wish to add to what I say here.  As By-Laws Committee Chair, I can report that the NAB By-Laws were updated by an affirmative vote primarily to allow subscribing members to be elected to the Executive Committee and also beefed up the nominating committee for the bi-annual elections.  Serving as the By-Laws Committee Chair has been one of my “side jobs” for a little while now.  I also gave the key note address at lunch on Thursday and explained what we’ve been doing in Oklahoma by adding the new administrator types and how that mirrors NAB’s vision for the future as they are pursuing the Professional Practice Analysis.  Took some questions and am still getting a few from other states wanting to do something like what we’re doing.  As usual, I go to these conferences “tired” and come back “re-energized” and full of new ideas (and so I have a few new ideas…).  NAB paid for my attendance as By-Laws Chair; our Board paid Susan Haws’ way this year (we budgeted for one person to attend).

	Ms. Susan Haws also reported on the NAB meeting.  She informed the Board that Oklahoma was on the frontline due to the fact we have other licensure types under our Board and that Z is very much involved.  She stated that we needed to continue to facilitate at least 1 Board member attending and thanked the Board for allowing her to attend.  

  Ms. Haws mentioned several things that she brought back from the NAB meeting that the Board could possibly review:
1)Online CEUs – should the Board limit the number of online CEUs that our administrators are allowed to receive?
 2)Monitoring Policy – should the Board monitor some of the educational meetings they approve for CE?  
3)Possibly have Professional Examination Services (PES) review our newest exams for validity and reliability purposes.

Mr. Weaver asked the Education Committee to review these aforementioned items and to bring a report back to the Board.

2.  SAINT JOSEPH’S COLLEGE ONLINE:  Perhaps you’re aware (or maybe not), but there is one college that offers an online Bachelors (and even Masters) degree and it has been accredited by NAB for its long term care administration degree.  I’ve recently been appointed to serve on their Nursing Home Administration Committee of Health Administration Program Advisory Committee (HAPAC) within the division of Graduate and Professional Studies (for a one year term).  Expecting to give a few hours to this program; not fully certain why they asked me to be a part of this committee (likely from my NAB connections) but I’m honored to do it.
3.  ACHCA:  Along these same lines, I have also been asked to serve on the American College of Health Care Administrators’ (ACHCA, aka “the College”) Race for Relevance Marketing Task Force.  I don’t expect either of these “appointments” to greatly detract from my work at all (and probably will enhance my insight on many topics) and this one in particular is consistent with our Board’s statutory requirement to promote professional membership in the ACHCA.
4. STATE STANDARDS EXAMS:  I’m starting to note a new trend in our state standards exams, particularly with the RC and RC/AL exams.  We offer a study guide and we offer a “Review” and there is a marked difference in “success” on the exams when they do one or both versus someone who does neither.  We strongly suggest to candidates that they get a study packet (and actually study… it contains the applicable statutes and rules for our Board and licensure type they’re testing for along with a guide to help focus their study in certain areas).  Some seem to think that they don’t need this and many in this category ultimately fail the exam.  I will be continuing to keep an eye on this trend and I’m working with the training providers to let them know the value in our study guide as well as the review that we offer.  Not sure how these applicants are actually preparing for the exam if they don’t have this material, but it’s apparently not all that successful.
