Ms. Tiffany Wythe, Assistant Attorney General for the Board, led the discussion regarding the scope of discussion and burden of proof when voting on Agreed Orders or Probable Cause Committees recommendations.  A memo had been distributed within the Board members packet for prior review.  In summary, when the Board considers the Probable Cause Recommendation or Agreed Order, the Board should only be given the information absolutely necessary for the Board’s ruling.  For the Probable Cause determination, a very short summary can be given addressing the origination of the report, the facts at issue, whether the facts were substantiated after the investigation and why the committee is recommending no probable cause to be found. Also, Ms. Wythe informed the Board regarding going into Executive Session as to what addition information they could receive or not receive. For Agreed Orders, the discussion should be limited to the facts as presented in the Agreed Order.  Discussion followed.

Ms. Nancy Pfeifer led the review and discussion relating to nursing issues relative to administrator culpability.  This item was discussed in length within the above topic. Ms. Pfeifer informed the Board that she felt strongly that you must make a decision based upon the complaint information that you had received and she concurred with Mr. Bill Pierce, that it was a good idea to list the rule associated with the administrator’s violation. The Settlement Agreement stated that Mr. Moravek will receive a letter of concern and will successfully complete an additional twenty-four (24) CEUs, during the next three licensure years (2015, 2016 and 2017).  Between ten and twelve hours of those 24 additional hours, in each of the above years, shall be in areas relating to fall prevention/intervention and/or the protection of residents.  Mr. Moravek shall submit verification of his successful completion of the normal requirement as well as this additional CEU requirement (48 hours total each of those years), to the Board office at the time of licensure renewal in each of the above years, or not later than 48 hours prior to the first scheduled Board meeting in January of the subsequent year.  Mr. Moravek must pay all attorney fees.

The Settlement Agreement stated that Ms. Carroll receive a letter of reprimand, pay a fine of $1000.00 along with attorney fees within 120 days and complete 6 addition CEUs, approved by the Executive Director, in the areas relating to the management of trust accounts and/or the protection of residents within 120 days of the date the agreement is signed.  Ms. Carroll will provide proof to the Executive Director that she has made satisfactory reparations to the facility for the funds in questions, within one year of the agreed order.  Also, Ms. Carroll’s license will be placed on probationary status for one year and she shall report in a timely manner all survey activity and investigations from any other agencies occurring within her facility to the Executive Director.

	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. NAB ANNUAL MEETING:  The meeting was informative, as usual, however, at the Board of Governor’s meeting on the last day, an executive session was held with delegates with the intent of transparency to state boards: 
1) Irregularities were identified and reported to NAB re: the statistics (exam specifications/ weights of domain) on the NHA exam 
2) An independent review and thorough investigation was performed by 3rd party consultant 
3) Results had no impact on test scores and continued high confidence was found for ProExams 
2. PROBABLE CAUSE: There were no cases on today’s agenda for Probable Cause which is partially because of my priorities this month and my availability.  With my absence for the NAB meeting and the amount of time I’ve spent on other issues (negotiating settlements on other cases, training, preparing for AU, etc.), I’ve not gotten cases out to the sub-committees to review.  We’re still doing okay with our cases and as fair warning, these sub-committees should expect to see some cases in the very near future as I am getting caught up.
3. BOARD SEAT VACANCY: Chris Bruehl from the Governor’s office has contacted me concerning this vacancy and is basically asking for help identifying applicants.  This is a Residential Care Administrator seat opening (to replace Denise Wilson).
4. LICENSURE UPDATE:  Halfway through the year, it may be a good time to look at how we’re doing on our numbers for the year so far (counting today, assuming all applicants today were approved, this is a snapshot of where we are at the halfway mark this year):
a. NHAs Licensed – 31 – compares to 44 all last year (2014) 
i. 21 by the end of June last year…
ii. Average age of newly licensed NHAs:  41.26 so far this year
b. CAAs certified – none this year to date – 5 in 2014 
i. 3 by the end of June 2014
ii. We do have training scheduled; we won’t be shut out this year…
c. RCAL Adms Licensed – 10 to date – compares to 24 last year
i. 11 by the end of June 2014
ii. Average age:  40.6 so far this year
d. RC Adms Licensed – 2 – compares to 5 in 2014
i. 3 by the end of June 2014
ii. Average age: 44.5 so far this year
e. Adult Day Care Adms Licensed – 9 – compares to 11 in 2014
i. 4 by the end of June 2014
ii. Average age: 46 so far this year
