The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Dr. Tom O'Connor, Chair.


Dr. Tom O'Connor welcomed everyone to the meeting and stated that we were in compliance with the Open Meeting Act.

Dr. O'Connor asked if there were any other nominations for Secretary Treasurer.


There were no other nominations for Secretary Treasurer, therefore the floor was closed.


Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Ms. Terry Clark, to elect Ms. Jeannie Gault as Secretary Treasurer.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative –Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Ms. Terry Clark, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Terry Williams, Dr. Maurice Payne and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Dr. O'Connor informed the Board members that there were updated committee lists in the packets and that the committee chairs should contact members to start actively meeting when necessary.  There was discussion relating to various changes on some of the committees and Dr. O'Connor invited the members to make those changes on the master list which he made available to all members.  Mr. Jakubovitz informed the Board that he would like to withdraw as Chair of the Legislative Committee because he was also Chair of the Education Committee and member of the Finance Committee.  Dr. O'Connor informed the Board that one of the endeavors was to have an AIT Committee or sub-committee to the Education Committee regarding upgrading our AIT program to include the current NAB domains of practice and to also incorporate them into the Administrator University lectures.  Discussion followed.  

In the absence of Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, Mr. Phil Forslund, Deputy Director, led the discussion regarding the Rules Revision Report. 


Mr. Forslund informed the Board that Governor Henry had approved and signed the Permanent Rules on May 5, 2008 and that they would become effective on July 11, 2008.  Also, our Emergency Rules were approved and signed by Governor Henry and became effective June 5, 2008.


There was no report regarding the Priority Review Committee.


In the absence of Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance Committee, Dr. Roger Lanier led the discussion and possible action regarding the Finance Report.  Dr. Lanier went over the report which was included in the packet and he informed the Board that we were in good shape financially.  Dr. Lanier also confirmed with the Oklahoma State Department of Health that we did receive our pass through money which was $347,000 for FY 2009.  Discussion followed.

Dr. Roger Lanier led the review, discussion and possible action to approve the proposed budget for FY 2009.  Dr. Lanier went over the changes and incorporations from FY 2008 to FY 2009.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Dr. Tom O'Connor, seconded by Ms. Stella Church, to approve the proposed budget for FY 2009 with the amendment to delete the "Receipt" column on the Income Projection's sheet.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Ms. Terry Clark, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Terry Williams, Dr. Maurice Payne and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Motion was made by Mr. Terry Williams, seconded by Ms. Emma Jordan, to offer $100.00 per teaching hour honorarium to instructors of Administrator University beginning in the Fall of 2008.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Ms. Terry Clark, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Terry Williams, Dr. Maurice Payne and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Dr. Roger Lanier led the review, discussion and possible action on the approval of a Prosecuting Attorney for the Board.  Dr. Lanier informed the Board that two attorneys had applied and their names were Mr. Daniel Gamino and Mr. Richard Mildren.  Discussion followed.


Motion was made by Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, seconded by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, to select Mr. Richard Mildren as the Prosecuting Attorney for the Board pending approval of negotiations of contract.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Dr. Tom O'Connor, Ms. Terry Clark, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Terry Williams, Dr. Maurice Payne and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


There was no report regarding the Code of Ethic's Committee.


There was no report regarding the Personnel Committee or the approval of the Executive Director's goals due to the absence of Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair.


Dr. Roger Lanier, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. Pass Through Monies in FY09 Budget.  It has been confirmed with Ray Hankins of OSDH that the OSBELTCA pass through monies were received at the same level as FY08.  A subcontract and purchase order is being prepared.  Moreover, these funds were included in the proposed FY09 Budget 

2. Emergency Rule Changes.  Governor Henry signed our proposed Emergency Rule changes.  Therefore, these rules will be effective June 5, 2008.  There has been other problems surface regarding the investigation subcontract, so other avenues are being explored.

3. Additional End of Year Purchases.  A number of deferred items were purchased with end of year funds that resulted from delays in filling positions.  A supplemental list of expenditures was provided elsewhere in your packets.  These expenditures were all coordinated with the Finance Committee. 

4. New Committee Listings.  The new Committee memberships are provided in your packets.

5. FY09 Budget Approval.  It will be necessary to approval a FY09 Budget for submission to OSF.  This will be presented with the Treasurer’s Report.

6. Prosecutor Position.  There were two applicants for the Prosecutor position.  A resume was submitted by Daniel J. Gamino to assume the prosecutor position.  Mr. Gamino has served in a similar role for the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Oklahoma State Board of Medical Licensure and Supervision, Oklahoma Department of Health, Oklahoma Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners, and Oklahoma Real Estate Commission.  A resume was also submitted by Richard A. Mildren to assume the prosecutor position.  Mr. Mildren has served in a similar role for the Board of Dentistry, Board of Osteopathic Examiners, and the Board of Optometry.  Both candidates appear to be highly familiar with representation of State agencies.

7. Assistant Administrator Application Form.  An Assistant Administrator Application Form has been developed to facilitate review of requirements for this position.

8. Complaint Statistics.  The June updated listings were:  pending hearings (1), complaints (25), and 2567s (63).  Therefore, there were 89 cases pending. 

Note that five new cases have been received since the last meeting.  These were five new 2567s.  

There have been several exchanges between Sandra and the attorney for the final pending hearing, but with a successful agreement.


There was no report regarding the Legislative Committee, however Mr. Jim Jakubovitz previously had asked to step down from Chair due to other obligations.  Dr. O'Connor announced that the other members of the committee were Mr. Bill Weaver and Mr. Terry Williams.  Dr. O'Connor asked Mr. Terry Williams, who was present, if he would like to chair this committee.  Mr. Williams informed Dr. O'Connor that Mr. Bill Weaver would be the appropriate choice for Chair.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Bill Weaver will now be designated as Chair of the Legislative Committee.  


Dr. O'Connor asked if any one had any new business.  Mr. Phil Forslund informed the Board that he was working on the draft of the Assistant Administrator Unlicensed and that he was trying to make it physically and distinctively different than the licensure application since it was a certification and not a license.  In looking into this, he found that a piece of the Privacy Act implicated State agencies and that it was in the use of social security numbers.  The Board utilizes social security numbers for the purpose of background checks and Tax Commission compliance.  It will be required for the Board to state on the application the reason for the request of the social security number and that it is not optional but mandatory that we have this number.  Discussion followed.


There was a ten minute break at this time.


Dr. Roger Lanier introduced Ms. Jan Sinclair, Chief Investigator with the State Board of Nursing.


Ms. Jan Sinclair informed the Board of the nurses Supervised Practice Program and the other various sanctions used in the nursing profession.  Discussion followed.


After discussion it was a unanimous decision to cancel the July 23, 2008 Board meeting.


The meeting adjourned at 11:20 a.m.
