	Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Rules Revision Report.  Mr. Pierce informed the Board that all the rules changes had been approved by the Governor with the exception of 490:1-7-1 which was the fee increases.  Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director, informed the Board that the new rules would become effective September 12, 2014. Discussion followed.

	Ms. Brinda White, current Assistant Attorney General for the Board, reluctantly informed the Board that she would no longer be providing legal services for our Board, due to a need by another of her agencies for more of her time.  Ms. White reminisced about her work for the Board since 2005, when she first become our Assistant Attorney General, and related various stories and accomplishments of the Board over the years.  Ms. White introduced Ms. Tiffany Wythe, our new Assistant Attorney General, to the Board.  Ms. Wythe told the Board about her background and experience.  Discussion followed.

	In the absence of Ms. Susan Barnes, Chair of the Finance Committee, Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director, gave the Finance Committee Report.  Mr. Thomas informed the Board that the financial summary was in the packet and that the finances were running smoothly and that he was in the process of finalizing the 2015 Budget.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Z Thomas, Executive Director, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding a second contract with the Attorney General’s Office.  This contract is for prosecutorial services.  Mr. Thomas informed the Board that the staffing within the Attorney General’s Office had increased and they could now provide additional legal services to the Board.  Mr. Thomas explained that this would save the Board up to $35,000.00 per year when compared with the fees we are currently paying for prosecutorial services.  Our current Board prosecutor will be encouraged to close the cases he currently is working on as soon as possible.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:
	
1.  PROBABLE CAUSE:  Positive changes to the Probable Cause process continue to percolate through the Health Department, our primary source of referrals.  I’ve seen a draft of the new “notification” letter which will replace referrals but nothing is firmly in place yet.  Still looking forward to this positive development...
2.  NAB ANNUAL MEETING:  I’ve asked Susan Haws who also attended as part of the RCAL Exam Item Writing Committee if she would give her impression of the meeting instead of me giving mine this time around.
Ms. Haws reported that this was her third meeting she had attended and summarized to the Board the multiple functions of NAB which included the attendees, the monitoring of CEU programs both live and online, information regarding NAB approved universities, various Task Force committees that had been developed, and also the development of a license that umbrellas several scopes of care, etc.  All in all, she stated this was a very informative meeting.  Discussion followed.

3.  OSDH:  I recently met with Dr. Cline and had a very productive discussion.  He offered me some pretty sound advice on how to proceed with various issues we’re facing.  

4.  McKNIGHTS ARTICLE:  An article in “McKnights” magazine (March 2014) regarding legislation in South Dakota was very interesting.  It’s a short article so I will copy it here for you to read and discuss as you may/may not desire:
“Admins’ education rebuffed
	SOUTH DAKOTA – State nursing board officials have failed in their bid to relax the education requirements for nursing home administrators in an effort to attract more talent.
	The State Board of Nursing Facility Administrators went before the state legislature’s Health and Human Services Committee to push the measure, which would lower the minimum requirement to two-year degrees.  They cited a nurse with experience who wanted to be an administrator, but current law requires that she have at least a four-year degree.
	A South Dakota Health Care Association representative, however, testified the association opposed the measure, given the complexity and high regulatory risks associated with administrators’ jobs.”

5.  LICENSES TO DATE:  We’re always curious at the end of the year how many people we had licensed the previous year, etc.  It appears, halfway through the year, that we’re on a relatively consistent or perhaps slightly better pace than last year as, so far this year (assuming everyone who applied this month was licensed today) – these are 2014’s first 6 months compared to the whole of 2013; on pace would be 50% at this point:
NHA - 21:34 (61.7%)
RCAL – 10:18 (55.5%)
RC – 3:5 (60%)
ADC – 4:2 (200%)
	CAA – 3:4 (75%)
	Collective (all types) – 41:63 (65.1%)
The number we “cannot” predict with this is non-renewals at the end of the year.  Ideally, we hope to see the number of licenses we’ve issued equal or eclipse that number (as it did last year for NHAs).  This is only our 2nd year to observe this for all other lines of service.  Non-renewals from 2009 (for NHAs only) have been averaging about 40 (only 28 last year).  Non-renewals encompass revocations and deaths as well as typical non-renewals.

	Mr. Bill Weaver led the discussion over the Election of Officers and informed the Board that he had spent 30 years in education and that he had been Dean of the second largest community college in the United States and that he had put together a program for distance learning.
