Preceptor Training – Conducted Friday, July 30th and it went pretty well; discovered some flaws in our case study (too Missouri heavy in what we borrowed; too Domain of Practice centered versus alignment with our AIT Modules) but we’ve already taken steps to improve that aspect for future preceptors.  Have put considerable effort into this new tool recently to get it right.

a. Considering scheduling subsequent class in October.  

b. Case study already improved, along with modifications to the self-assessment tool we give the Preceptor to tailor the program for the AIT’s strengths/weaknesses. Will be making this tool available online versus putting it on disk; 
c. Pam has started setting up the current AU class as AITs with their Preceptors and is introducing it as well during her “start up” sessions with AIT and Preceptor.
3. Travel:
a. CLEAR Investigator Certification – September 20-22, Nashville – registered/hotel reserved and ready to go.  Close to my parents; planning to take some extra personal time off to go visit them while I’m that close.
