1.  AU:  In our 5th week tomorrow… 22 students.  Going pretty well.  Have found all the instructors for the “holes” that appeared in the schedules and have made some minor adjustments to the syllabus that should actually improve the experience.

2.  NAB RC/AL Exams:  Have informed the Downtown College, Carl Albert and OKALA of a possible limitation within the NAB system that may limit RC/AL candidates from testing more than twice in a year.  It has not been a problem, but it is a limitation we need to be aware of.
	- Coincidentally, more states are coming online for the RC/AL exam…recently Maine and Ohio are joining in; Ohio’s Board isn’t requiring the exam but those doing their state’s certifications “are” which is a new approach not seen previously

3.  NAB Website:  Expect in the near future to get an email so you can log into the NAB website and access member data, etc.  They’ve recently overhauled their website and are upgrading it and it will probably be more useful for you.

4. Travel:  Just returned from a NAB Executive Committee meeting (their dime) for most of the last week.  It was held in New York City at the ProExams offices where the major topic of discussion centered around some testing issues and the task analysis.  See attached (back side) report for full details on this trip.
