The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Dr. Tom O’Connor, Chair.


Dr. Tom O’Connor welcomed everyone to the meeting and stated that we were in compliance with the Open Meeting Act.


Dr. O’Connor requested that Ms. Pam Duren, Secretary, call roll for recording of members present and absent.  Present were Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Terry Clark, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Absent were Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Emma Jordan, Mr. Bill Weaver and Dr. Maurice Payne.

Motion was made by Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, seconded by Ms. Jeannie Gault, that the minutes be approved as submitted. Mr. Jim Jakubovitz arrived at 9:03 a.m.


Dr. O’Connor asked that all guests introduce themselves to the Board members.


Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Chair of the Education Committee, led the discussion regarding the review, discussion and possible action on new potential licensees.

Mr. Jakubovitz reported that Mr. Samson Isola met the requirements for original licensure as an Oklahoma Long Term Care Administrator.


Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Ms. Terry Clark, to approve Mr. Samson Isola as an Oklahoma Long Term Care Administrator. Mr. Jakubovitz led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the request for exemption of the AIT program for Mr. Keven Scrutchins.  Discussion followed.


Motion was made by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, seconded by Ms. Terry Clark, to approve the request regarding the exemption of the AIT program for Mr. Keven Scrutchins due to the fact Mr. Scrutchins did complete an AIT program at McCalls Chapel, Ada beginning in 2004 and ending in 2005 under Ms. Nina Honeyman, Preceptor.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Terry Clark, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson and Ms. Stella Church.  Abstaining – None.


Dr. Tom O’Connor and Mr. Phil Forslund led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Administrator-In-Training (AIT) program.  Dr. O’Connor informed the Board that he along with Mr. Phil Forslund, Dr. Roger Lanier, Ms. Becky Moore and Ms. Mary Brinkley had met to discuss the Preceptor certification program and the AIT program.  Mr. Jim Jakubovitz informed the Board that he felt it was important for the Board to take ownership of this program and not to have the associations present it.  Dr. O’Connor stated that the Board would provide the curriculum and instructors and that the associations would help with providing a time and a place.  There was also discussion that the Preceptor certification program would be 6 hours of continuing education and the recertification of Preceptors would be 3 hours of continuing education.  Discussion followed. 


Dr. Roger Lanier, Executive Director, informed the Board that he had reviewed the current Preceptor List and that while some Preceptors had had previous complaints, none looked to be severe.  However, he informed the Board that it would be a good idea to appoint a sub committee to review these complaints or to have the Probable Cause Committee review them.  Mr. Phil Forslund informed the Board that NAB provided a self assessment for AIT applicants that would help in assessing the information the AIT already knew and what information the AIT needed to learn.  There was also continued discussion relating to the AIT program becoming more unified.  The Board members were interested in receiving information relating to the Preceptor and who they led through the AIT program.  Discussion followed.

Dr. Roger Lanier led the review, discussion and possible action on the request of refund for the State Standards exam ($100.00) by Ms. Vickie Trent.


Motion was made by Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, seconded by Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, to deny the request of refund for the State Standards exam ($100.00) by Ms. Vickie Trent due to rule 490:1-7-1.(b).  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmation - Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Terry Clark, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.


Dr. Roger Lanier led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the dated application material.  There was much discussion by various Board members as to their interpretation of what the statement “completed application” meant.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Ms. Jeannie Gault, seconded by Dr. Tom O’Connor that the application process included gathering the background check, Administrator University, Administrator-In-Training and the State and National examination.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Terry Clark, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.

The following discussion was regarding the time frame for the aforementioned licensure components.  It was decided after lengthy discussion that five (5) years should be ample time for candidates to complete the licensure components.  Discussion followed.  Dr. O’Connor instructed the Rules Revision Committee to review the current licensure application and to bring back modifications for the Board’s review.

Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee led the review, discussion and possible action of the Rules Revision Report.  Ms. Atkinson stated that there was nothing to discuss at this time but there would be a Rules Revision meeting following the Board meeting today.


Mr. Marc Edwards led the discussion regarding the Priority Review Committee.  Mr. Edwards informed the Board that he had met with Dr. Roger Lanier, Mr. Richard Mildren and Ms. Brinda White to discuss the process going forward.  Mr. Edwards informed the Board that they were continuing to review 2567s and that there was no immediate action to be taken at this time.  Discussion followed.
Ms. Jeannie Gault, Chair of the Finance Committee, led the discussion regarding the Finance Committee Report. Ms. Gault went over the Financial Report for August 2008 that was included in the packet.  She was happy to report that we were not under funded and that we did have the funds to do the things that needed to be done.  

Motion was made by Ms. Stella Church, seconded by Ms. Terry Clark, to approve the August 2008 Financial Report as presented.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Mr. Jim Jakubovitz, Ms. Jeannie Gault, Dr. Tom O’Connor, Mr. Marc Edwards, Ms. Terry Clark, Mr. Terry Williams, Ms. Peggy Wiebener and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None.

Dr. O’Connor informed the Board that there was no report for the Code of Ethics Committee.
There was no report for the Personnel Committee, Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair, was not in attendance today.
Dr. Roger Lanier, Executive Director, gave his report as follows:

1. Administrative University.  Administrative University’s fall 2008 class began August 26.  There are now 30 students in the class.  As always, it is a dynamic and exciting class huge on enthusiasm with wide ranging experience in long term care.

2.  Annual Criminal Background Check Audit.  The annual criminal background check audit (i.e., duplicates CE audit 5% sample, or 36) is now complete.  All administrators were in compliance.  There were two where there were questions; these were reviewed with General Counsel to confirm there was nothing to present.

3. Shepherd Mall Bankruptcy.  As you were notified by email, “Shepherd Mall has filed for Chapter 11 Bankruptcy protection to facilitate negotiations with its senior lender” (See letter in your packet).  There are large numbers of state agencies with leased space in the Mall.  I do not anticipate problems with our lease at this time.  If emergency action is required, you will be notified immediately.

4. Evaluation of Existing Preceptors.  The current preceptor list is included in your packet.  There are 84 administrators on the list and 30 % are in the Oklahoma City and Tulsa areas (14 OKC & 11 Tulsa).  Twelve preceptors have 15 total complaints against them on the Registry.  My evaluation was that 73 % of the complaints appear to be of minor or intermediate levels of severity and some date back to 2003.  A subcommittee of the Board (e.g., Probable Cause Committee) needs to review the details as to continuing certification.

5. English Proficiency Requirements and Transcript Evaluations.  Details were developed related to English proficiency and transcript evaluation services.  These were circulated to Board Members by email.  This could affect the enrollment of one current AU student.

6. Statutory Comparison.  A statutory comparison of the pre- and post- November 1, 2008 statutes was prepared for the Probable Cause Committee.  It is included in each packet.  For a direct link to the statutes, it is www.oscn.net/applications/oscn (Title 63, Section 330.58, Section 330.64, and Section 330.65). 


7. Dated Application Materials.  An interpretation of the new Rules (July 2008) has AU, AIT, and State Standards requirements expiring one year after the date of receipt of the application.  Adherence could reduce new licensees by approximately 93 %.  I believe all parties think further clarification by the Rules Committee is necessary.  Rule 410: 10-3-1 (g) which addresses complete applications may provide a temporary, functional solution.

8. Tax Noncompliance.  Those administrators that are noncompliant with the Oklahoma Tax Commission were recently received.  There are 33 administrators on the list.  Formal letters have been mailed to the administrators.

9. Complaint Statistics.  The September updated listings were:  pending hearings (1), complaints (29), and 2567s (73).  Therefore, there were 102 cases pending. 

Note that four new cases have been received since the last meeting.  These were one new complaint and three new 2567s.  

Mr. Phil Forslund, Deputy Director, informed the Board that the staff was working with OK.gov in updating the online licensure renewal process.

Mr. Terry Williams, Chair of the Legislative Committee, informed the Board that there was no report at this time.

Dr. O’Connor informed the Board that the next meeting would be October 22, 2008 and that he looked forward to seeing everyone at that time.

The meeting adjourned at 11:06 a.m.
