Mr. Jakubovitz informed the Board that the new potential licensee Ms. Sherri Francis did not appear to have received a bachelor's degree from an accredited college or university and that she does not possess the honesty and characteristics that we are looking for in an administrator.  Mr. Jakubovitz informed the Board that he did not feel comfortable with approving her at this time and asked Dr. Lanier to elaborate.

Dr. Roger Lanier, Executive Director, informed the Board that his review of Ms. Francis' licensure application revealed several issues:  1.  The certified transcript from Francis Sandy Theological Centre did not show that the institution had awarded Ms. Francis a bachelor's degree.  2.  Documentation provided by Ms. Francis did not establish that the Commission on Accrediting for the Association of Theological Schools had accredited Francis Sandy Theological Centre  and more importantly, North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools, or its equivalent."  The one currently listed is not a previously approved accreditor based upon the rules.  3.  A Plan of Correction submitted to the Board by Ms. Francis was signed by her as "Administrator AIT".  The original document received at the Oklahoma State Department of Health was signed by Ms. Francis as "Administrator".  Dr. Lanier pointed out to the Board that Ms. Francis' attorney, Carrie Burnsed, had written to the Board that the Plan of Correction was submitted to the Department of Health with the designation of "Administrator" but Ms. Francis did not know how the Plan of Correction submitted to the Board stated "Administrator AIT".  Dr. Lanier informed the Board that the Expungement Order dated July 19, 2007, prohibited the Board from considering the matters expunged.  Dr. Lanier then turned the meeting back to Mr. Jim Jakubovitz.


Mr. Jakubovitz informed the Board that given the application materials that they had in front of them that he recommended denial of Ms. Francis' licensure application.  Mr. Craig Cole, Attorney for Ms. Sherri Francis, asked exactly what the reasons for denial were.  Mr. Jakubovitz stated that he believed that there was not satisfactory evidence that Ms. Francis had received a bachelor's degree from an accredited college or university and that he also believed that Ms. Francis had been dishonest and conducted herself in a manner unbecoming to a person subject to licensure.  Discussion followed.

One applicant named Mr. Charles Melton who is an investigator with the Real Estate Commission; however he does not have long term care experience.  Another applicant is Mr. Gary Glover who is a retired Oklahoma State Department of Health employee.  Mr. Glover was Chief over the medical facilities and does have investigative skills and knowledge over the survey process since he was over the hospitals.  There was also discussion of a former investigator, Mr. Bill Fogleman, who is apparently still interested in doing some investigations for us. The proposal today is for Mr. Charles Melton and Mr. Gary Glover for part time appointment.  We would pay them for the cases they worked plus expenses.  We are not bringing forward a recommendation for Bill Fogleman at this time. Mr. Shawn must successfully complete 3 hours of continuing education on identification, reporting, investigation and prevention of abuse, 3 hours of continuing education on accident prevention, 3 hours of continuing education on resident rights and 1 ½ hours of continuing education on supervision and 1 ½ hours of continuing education on ethics and this must be approved by the Education committee.  This is in addition to the annual continuing education requirement. Dr. O'Connor informed the Board that Agenda Item #8 O - R would be continued next month.

Dr. Roger Lanier gave his report as follows:

1. 
Speaking Invitation.  I was invited to present to the Social Services Subcommittee, chaired by Sally Kern, by Representative Kris Steele.  This presentation will occur in Shawnee at the Senior Center on October 18.  Approximately ten other organizations have been asked to present including DHS, OSDH, LTC Authority, AARP, AAA, and the Silver Haired Legislative Group.

2. Staff Turnover.  Staffing was theoretically starting to fall into place beautifully for about two weeks with Ed Notensmeyer as deputy director and Roger Chrisco as investigator.  Ed Notensmeyer resigned August 3 (his permanent start date was August 6) and Roger Chrisco resigned August 8.  Both had more lucrative offers at more financially stable organizations.  

Consequently, the Personnel Committee and I have been contacting individuals to arrange the next round of interviews.  Two investigators will be recommended for Board approval today.  It is anticipated that a deputy director will be recommended in October.

3. Subcontract Appointment.  A part-time, temporary arrangement with Rebecca Thompson has been arranged for the CORE budget and procurement issues (see Audit issues).  She could not start until all the State paperwork is processed, including a waiver on the hiring freeze.  That has now been accomplished and she is initially working Wednesdays and Thursdays.  This will keep our accounts payable from accumulating. She has already processed more than $88,000 in invoices on the OSDH subcontract. Ms. Thompson subcontracts with multiple, small, State agencies and will bring significant expertise to this area.

4. License Renewal Notices.  Pam has worked with ok.gov to develop the license renewal document which is included in your packets.  You’ll recall that this is another unfunded, State mandate that all license renewal must be completed online this year.  I anticipate several problems and even more complaints.  Pam has worked with ok.gov to allow for electronic fund transfers in addition to credit cards.  I will report after the first of the year as to how many licensees fail to renew, which of course generates several staff intensive follow-up steps.

5. CE Audit.  Pam is in the process of conducting the annual CE audit.  At this point it is 67% completed.  You will be notified of the final results.

6. Tax Compliance.  Pam has obtained the list of non-compliant administrators (i.e., 31 administrators) from the Oklahoma Tax Commission and has contacted the relevant administrators so there is more time to resolve any misunderstandings.  About 10-15 administrators are lost each year due to the Oklahoma Tax Commission requirements.  You will receive a report on the net result as part of the annual licensure update.

7. Inactive Status.  Pam has reviewed the inactive status files and 30 files are at risk based on the new rules.  She has notified each of them as to their options.  We will report back as to how many renew and how many allow their licensure to lapse.

8. Administrative University.  The fall 2007 Administrative University began on August 30.  The course currently has 24 students enrolled (As of late August, there were 19 students who had expressed an interest; 11 had paid; and discussions continued with 8 others).  Note that this meets the annually budgeted income figure for this category of $60,000.  Discussions are occurring related to a token reimbursement of volunteer faculty (e.g., mileage, handouts, etc.).  Although for some faculty (i.e., OSDH) this may create problems.

9. Audit Report.  Meetings continued with Office of Auditor and Inspector staff through August.  Each of you previously received my critique of a draft audit report.  A revised report was received and most of the items were addressed.  

As part of the process, I prepared a response to each recommendation which is published with the report.  The Executive Committee reviewed this response prior to submission on August 3.  The full Board has a copy of the Audit Report in your materials.  

10. Complaint Statistics.  The August updated listings were as follows: pending hearings (15), complaints (18), and 2567s (17).  Therefore, there were 50 cases pending.  

The September updated listings were:  pending hearings (15), complaints (21), and 2567s (26).  Therefore, there were 62 cases pending. 

For the September meeting, 18 complaints are scheduled for action; 18 2567s are scheduled for review; and 4 pending hearings are also scheduled for review.  If all cases can be reviewed, the pending cases could be reduced to less than 40.

Of the pending 2567s, all were under review this month and the backlog eliminated, until we received five new cases from OSDH this month.  Nevertheless, this category will be more manageable, provide for quicker investigation and review for LTC administrators, and better information for the Board.  Elimination of the backlog has been simply a remarkable effort on your part to at least double your workload to get this done.


Ms. Nancy Atkinson questioned Dr. Lanier regarding the Personnel issue and the status of an assistant being hired.  Ms. Atkinson informed Dr. Lanier that she was in the process of hiring an Administrative Programs Officer, which is the beginning step of a professional position and that this might be a position in which Dr. Lanier would be interested in pursuing for hire.  Discussion followed.

Dr. Maurice Payne left at 4:30 and we lost a quorum at this time.
