	A Public Hearing and Special Board meeting of the Oklahoma State Board of Examiners for Long Term Care Administrators (OSBELTCA) was held March 2, 2012 at 8:30 a.m.  The meeting was held at the Oklahoma Health Care Authority, Seminole Meeting Room, Ste 2B, in the Shepherd Mall Office Complex, 2401 NW 23rd, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma with Mr. Bill Weaver, Chair, presiding.

Mr. Bill Pierce, Chair of the Rules Revision Committee, led the Public Hearing.

Mr. Pierce thanked everyone for their excellent comments and informed the public present that there were packets available to them which contained all the comments that had been made up to this point for their review.  Also, the sign-in sheets were redistributed so that everyone could sign in.

Throughout the public comment period, the Board was in ongoing communication with representatives of the four Associations which are the Leading Age Oklahoma, Oklahoma Health Care Providers Association, Oklahoma Assisted Living Association and Oklahoma Residential Assisted Living Association representing the various licensed facilities and indirectly the licensed administrators in the State, as well as with the State Ombudsman and with the Board's attorney from the Office of the Attorney General. 

During the Public Hearing, concern was expressed by a representative from the Oklahoma Residential Assisted Living Association concerning the approval of continuing education programs by the higher institutions of learning and the added fees. The Board changed language in that regard to assure everyone that they shall waive the fees for state agencies. The Leading Age Oklahoma representative expressed concern regarding the proposed re-write of the Rules language regarding continuing education programs presented to the Board for approval by persons who are experienced in long term care as opposed to agencies and associations who track the continuing education more routinely. After much discussion, this section of the Rules was left unchanged, leaving the onus for approval with the Board and the onus for tracking continuing education primarily with the administrators.

 The Public Hearing ended and the Board convened into the Special Board meeting.  Mr. Pierce thanked all the new Board members for becoming a part of this process and for getting involved so quickly.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Mr. Bill Pierce, seconded by Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, to spell out at 490:1-9-5. Health Care Integrity and Protection Data Bank and that the recommendations in regard to typographical corrections that were turned in by Ms. Brinda White, Assistant Attorney General, be incorporated into the documents.  Motion carried with voting as followed:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Susan Barnes, Ms. Stella Church, Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Mr. Curtis Aduddell, Ms. Nancy Pfeifer, Mr. Bill Pierce, Mr. Brett Coble, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Denise Wilson and Ms. Susan Haws.  Negative – None.  Abstaining – None. 

After much discussion, Mr. Pierce asked the Board members if they had any comments regarding waiving fees for state agencies who submit programs for continuing education approval.  Discussion followed.

Motion was made by Ms. Susan Haws, seconded by Ms. Denise Wilson, to change in 490:1-9-1(b) within the third sentence, to change “may” to “shall” and to drop the language “in its sole discretion”.  Motion carried with voting as follows:  Affirmative – Ms. Nancy Atkinson, Ms. Stella Church, Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Mr. Bill Pierce, Mr. Brett Coble, Mr. Bill Weaver, Ms. Denise Wilson and Ms. Susan Haws.  Negative – Ms. Susan Barnes, Mr. Curtis Aduddell and Ms. Nancy Pfeifer.  Abstaining – None.

There was much discussion regarding the desire to consider limiting the number of continuing education an administrator could take on line versus face to face.  Since the discussion was not a logical outgrowth of any of the rule changes being proposed, it was determined best to be taken up in a later rule making review.
