 President Adams called the August 19, 2015 meeting of the Oklahoma State Board of 
Pharmacy (OSBP) to order at 8:35 a.m. with a roll call vote.

President Adams administers Oath of Office to Mark St. Cyr: 

President Adams conducted the first order of business by administering the oath of office to Dr. 
Mark St. Cyr.  Dr. St. Cyr was appointed by Governor Fallin to the Board seat previously held by Dr. 
Dorothy Gourley whose term had expired. 
 
Re-Organization of the Board: 

President Adams opened the floor for re-organization of the officers of the Board. Motion was 
made by Dr. Kyle Whitehead and seconded by Stephen Dudley to elect Dr. Jim Spoon as President 
and Dr. Justin Wilson as Vice-President.  Motion passed on roll call vote. At that point, Dr. Spoon 
presided as President. 
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Approval of minutes and claims: 
 Motion was made by Dr. Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams to approve the 
June 17, 2015 minutes.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Dr. Stephen Dudley to approve 
expense claims #5256-#5326, #H0313428-#H0313432, #H0315530-#H0315534, June, July and 
August 2015 payroll, expenses of the Executive Director and the June and July 2015 leave report of 
the Executive Director.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 

 
Cancellation of Pharmacists, Pharmacies, Facilities, and Technicians: 
After a review of the cancellation lists presented, a motion was made by Dr. Justin Wilson and 
seconded by Stephen Dudley to approve the cancellation list of those that did not renew within the 
renewal time period.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
Presentation of “Years of Service” pins: 
 President Spoon presented a 15 year service pin to Senior Compliance Officer Gary LaRue 
and a 25 year service pin to Administrative Programs Officer, Susan Dozal.  President Spoon 
congratulated each one on their service with the State of Oklahoma and the work that they do for the 
Board. 
 
Board reviews approved Continuing Education (CE) programs: 

The Board reviewed the 2nd quarter list of CE programs that had been submitted and 
approved by the CE Committee in June 2015. 

Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Justin Wilson to accept the list of 
CE programs that had been recommended by the committee for Board approved CE credit. Motion 
passed on roll call vote 
 
Board to consider VPP verifications in lieu of State Board inspections: 
 The Board discussed the possibility of accepting the VPP inspections from the National 
Association of Boards of Pharmacy (NABP) as the required inspection that a non-resident pharmacy 
must submit with their annual renewal. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Stephen Dudley to accept the VPP 
verifications from NABP in lieu of State Board inspections for Oklahoma licensed non-resident 
pharmacies.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
Board to consider appointing a chair for a committee to review regulations and rule changes 
for some pilot programs: 
 The Board chose to table this discussion until a later date. 
 
Board to consider appointing a Board member to work with the Director on building projects: 
 Motion was made by Dr. Kyle Whitehead and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams to appoint Board 
member Dr. Mark St. Cyr to work with the Board Director to complete upcoming building projects.  
Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
Board discusses the return of intern postcard mail outs: 
 Chief Compliance Officer, Cindy Hamilton discussed with the Board the issues that the staff 
has had with interns not keeping the Board informed of their address changes. A post card was sent 
to every intern licensed by the Board, and over 20% of them had invalid addresses.  The Board staff 
spent many hours trying to find valid addresses.  Assistant Attorney General Brinda White stated to 
the Board that she could file a complaint against each intern that did not comply with the rule, and 
they would then be required to appear before the Board.  The Board could impose a fine of up to 
$3,000 for the violation. President Spoon spoke to the visiting student interns on the importance of 
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keeping the Board informed of their address and employment changes, and asked them to talk to 
their peers about the importance of the issue.  
 
Board sets future Board meeting: 
 The Board set another Board meeting date for Wednesday, January 20, 2016.  This will be a 
regularly scheduled Board meeting. 
 
Executive Director gives Agency report: 

 Building report: 
 The Director reported that there is new landscaping around the culvert on the west side 
of the buildings front yard.  He indicated that he had met with Mark Krittenbrink to discuss 
ideas regarding the covered parking project and the south covered walkway project.  Mr. 
Krittenbrink will develop some ideas for our consideration.  The Board has encumbered some 
of our revolving account funds for these projects. 
 
Board intern: 
 The Director reported that the Board office will have a Southwestern student doing a 
rotation this month and another student in September. 

 
 ISMP Conference: 

 The Director noted that the ISMP Safety Conferences went very well and were well 
attended.  Dr. Jim Spoon reported on the Tulsa meeting and Dr. Mark St. Cyr reported on the 
Oklahoma City meeting.  He also noted that he previously sent a letter to Michael Cohen, 
President of ISMP asking if he could be the presenter at the next Board ISMP Safety 
Conference Continuing Education Program in Oklahoma City, which will be scheduled for 
some time next spring. 

 
 P-4 Students: 

 The Director noted that there are students from both the University of Oklahoma and 
Southwestern Oklahoma State University Colleges of Pharmacy attending the Board meeting.  
All students will attend a Board meeting during their final year of college. 

 
 DEA Conference: 

 The Director noted that he and 5 Compliance Officers attended the two DEA 
conferences held in Oklahoma City.  Joe Rannazzisi was the major presenter along with Bill 
Winsley, former Ohio Board of Pharmacy Executive Director. Chief Compliance Officer Cindy 
Hamilton was also a presenter at the conference. 
 

 Pharmacy Law Seminar: 
 The Director reported that Assistant Attorney General Brinda White was a presenter at 
the Pharmacy Law Seminar in Chicago.   

 
 DEA Telemedicine Conference: 

 The Director noted that Compliance Officer Chelsea Church attended the DEA 
Telemedicine Conference in Arlington, VA.  Dr. Church gave a short verbal report.  

 
 NABP Executive Committee Meeting: 

 The Director stated that he attended the National Association of Boards of Pharmacy 
Executive Committee Member orientation at NABP in Chicago.  
 
Legislation: 
 The Director stated that the new Board rules were signed on June 8, 2015 and they will 
go into effect August 27, 2015.  He noted that the Board staff has sent letters to some of the 
registrant classes that will be affected by the new rules, including pharmacies with a parenteral 
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permit who will no longer be allowed to compound sterile non-patient specific drugs for 
practitioners and facilities which is prohibited by the Federal Drug Quality and Security Act of 
2013.  He stated that he has met with several veterinarians who are concerned at the inability 
to have sterile drugs compounded by pharmacies for their office use.  They have expressed 
concern about the inability to purchase bulk compounded prescription drugs for resale in their 
office.  
 
Advanced Training Seminar on Sterile Compounding: 
 The Director stated that five of the Board’s pharmacist compliance officers attended an 
advanced training seminar on sterile compounding inspection processes in Minnesota in July.   
 

 OPhA Annual Meeting: 
 The Director noted that OPhA is joining the Kansas and Missouri Pharmacist 
Associations at the Kansas City meeting in September.  He and several Compliance Officers 
plan to attend. 
 
NABP District 6, 7 and 8 Meeting: 
 The Director noted that the NABP District 6, 7 and 8 meeting will be held in Incline 
Village on September 14th-17th.  He stated that if the Board members plan on attending, he 
recommends that they make their reservations soon.  He stated that he will be leaving from the 
OPhA meeting and going directly to the NABP meeting.   
 
Tri-Regulator’s Meeting: 
 The Director stated that Chief Compliance Officer Cindy Hamilton will represent the 
Board at the Tri-Regulators Meeting in October.  She attended this meeting last year. 
 
Upcoming meetings: 
 The Director noted that he will be attending the NABP Executive Committee planning 
retreat.  He and Brinda White will be attending the FARB meeting in Denver that begins 
October 1st.  He stated that in mid-October he will attend the NCPA Annual Meeting then travel 
directly to the NABP Executive Officer’s Forum in Chicago. He noted that MALTAGON is 
scheduled for October 24th-28th.  He stated the he and the Board attorney plan to attend the 
ASPL Law Seminar in November.  On November 17th-18th, Mark St. Cyr will attend the NABP 
Task Force on VPP Implementation as a committee member and the Director will attend as the 
NABP Executive Committee liaison.  He also stated that he is planning to try and attend a 
Board meeting in North Carolina in the spring.

OSBP vs. Veronica Williams, Technician #20181 – Case No. 1342: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Veronica Williams.  Ms. 
Williams was not present.  Registration Secretary, Rhonda Jenkins testified that she had been 
properly notified.  Kyle Jones, Secure Asset Protection Manager for Wal-Mart testified for the Board.  
Assistant Attorney General, Brinda White prosecuted for the Board. 
 Ms White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  Jess Anderson, Asset Protection 
Manager was notified of a possible integrity issue involving Walmart associates. Mr. Anderson 
reviewed digital recordings and the Electronic Journal Roll and documented that Ms. Williams and 
Brianna Nickson were working together to steal merchandise by overriding and underpricing 
products.  Secure Asset Protection Manager Kyle Jones and Asset Protection Manager-In-Training 
Jessica Rupe interviewed Ms. Williams.  Ms. Williams admitted both verbally and in writing that she 
had participated in price overrides for herself and Brianna Nickson. Ms. Williams estimated in her 
written statement that the overrides happened at least twice a week taking off at least $20 each time 
resulting in approximately $400-$500 loss to Wal-Mart.  Ms. Williams was terminated from Wal-Mart 
pharmacy for theft of merchandise. 
 Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Justin Wilson that based on the 
clear and convincing evidence presented Ms. Williams be found guilty on all three (3) counts.  Motion 
passed on roll call vote. 
 Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Justin Wilson that the technician 
permit of Veronica Williams be revoked.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs. Jerome Williams, Technician #20180 – Case No. 1343: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Jerome Williams.  Mr. 
Williams was not present.  Registration Secretary, Rhonda Jenkins testified that he had been properly 
notified.  Kyle Jones, Secure Asset Protection Manager for Wal-Mart testified for the Board.  Assistant 
Attorney General, Brinda White prosecuted for the Board. 
 Ms White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  Jess Anderson, Asset Protection 
Manager was notified of a possible integrity issue involving Walmart associates.  Mr. Anderson 
reviewed digital recordings and the Electronic Journal Roll and documented that Mr. Williams and 
another associate were working together to override and underprice merchandise.  Secure Asset 
Protection Manager Kyle Jones and Asset Protection Manager-In-Training Jessica Rupe interviewed 
Mr. Williams.  Mr. Williams admitted both verbally and in writing that he had participated in price 
overrides for himself and one of his coworkers.  Mr. Williams was terminated from Wal-Mart 
Pharmacy for theft of merchandise.  
 Motion was made by Dr. Justin Wilson and seconded by Stephen Dudley that based on the 
clear and convincing evidence presented Mr. Williams be found guilty on all three (3) counts.  Motion 
passed on roll call vote. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Justin Wilson and seconded by Stephen Dudley that the technician 
permit of Jerome Williams be revoked.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs. Brianna Nickson, Technician #19894 – Case No. 1344: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Brianna Nickson.  Ms. 
Nickson was not present.  Registration Secretary, Rhonda Jenkins testified that she had been 
properly notified.  Kyle Jones, Secure Asset Protection Manager for Wal-Mart and Kevin Grizzle, 
Market Asset Protection Manager both testified for the Board.  Assistant Attorney General, Brinda 
White prosecuted for the Board. 
 Ms White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  Jess Anderson, Asset Protection 
Manager was notified of a possible integrity issue involving Walmart associates.  Mr. Anderson 
reviewed digital recordings and the Electronic Journal Roll and documented that Ms. Nickson was 
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working together with Jerome Williams and Veronica Williams to steal merchandise by overriding and 
underpricing merchandise.   Ms. Nickson was interviewed by Market Asset Protection Manager Kevin 
Grizzle.  Ms. Nickson admitted both verbally and in a written statement to doing price overrides on 
merchandise with Jerome Williams and Veronica Williams.  Her statement indicates that it had started 
around January due to financial problems.  She was having car troubles and her boyfriend had lost 
his job.  Ms. Nickson was terminated from Wal-Mart Pharmacy for theft of merchandise. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Stephen Dudley that based on the 
clear and convincing evidence presented, Ms. Nickson be found guilty on all three (3) counts.  Motion 
passed on roll call vote. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Stephen Dudley that the technician 
permit of Brianna Nickson be revoked.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs. Alexy Blackmon, Technician #10419 – Case No. 1345: 
 The case of Alexy Blackmon was continued until the next Board meeting. 
 
OSBP vs. William McDowell, Technician #19233 – Case No. 1346: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of William McDowell.  Mr. 
McDowell was not present but it had been determined that he had been properly notified. 
 Assistant Attorney General Brinda White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  
Mr. McDowell wrote a voluntary statement admitting that he had stolen controlled dangerous 
substance (CDS) from Walgreens pharmacy.  Mr. McDowell was terminated from Walgreens 
Pharmacy for theft of CDS. 
 Ms. White then presented the Board with an Agreed Order that had been signed by Mr. 
McDowell.  By signing the Agreed Order, Mr. McDowell admits to guilt on all three (3) counts and 
accepts revocation of his technician permit. 
 Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Justin Wilson to accept the Agreed 
Order.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs. Bracken O’Donnell, Technician #18265 – Case No. 1347: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Bracken O’Donnell.  Mr. 
O’Donnell was not present but it had been determined that he had been properly notified. 
 Assistant Attorney General Brinda White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  
Mr. O’Donnell wrote in a voluntary statement admitting that he had “caused loss to Wal-Mart”.  Using 
a closed circuit camera system, Asset Protection Manager, Kimberly Murphy observed Mr. Bracken 
stealing Promethazine-Codeine Syrup and Promethazine VC-Codeine Syrup.  Mr. O’Donnell was 
terminated from Wal-Mart Pharmacy for theft of CDS. 
 Ms. White then presented the Board with an Agreed Order that had been signed by Mr. 
O’Donnell.  By signing the Agreed Order, Mr. O’Donnell admits to guilt on all four (4) counts and 
accepts revocation of her technician permit. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Stephen Dudley to accept the Agreed 
Order.  Motion passed on a roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs. Savannah Edwards, Technician #19386 – Case No. 1348: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Savannah Edwards.  
Ms. Edwards was not present.  Registration Secretary, Rhonda Jenkins testified that she had been 
properly notified.  Brandon Moore, Manager for Walgreens testified for the Board.  Assistant Attorney 
General, Brinda White prosecuted for the Board. 
 Ms White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  Ms. Edwards wrote a voluntary 
statement that she was Christmas shopping and saw things that she would like to give.  She took 
several items and put them in her purse and as she was doing this an employee/manager walked up 
to her and asked her to dump her purse.  Ms. Edwards was terminated from Walgreens for theft of 
merchandise.  
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Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams that based on the 
clear and convincing evidence presented, Ms. Edwards be found guilty on all three (3) counts.  
Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Kyle Whitehead that the technician 
permit of Savannah Edwards be revoked.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs Matthew Villandry, D.Ph. #14187 – Case No. 1350: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Matthew Villandry.  Mr. 
Villandry was present along with his mother and part owner, Dianna Bridges. 
 Assistant Attorney General, Brinda White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  
Mr. Villandry was charged with multiple violations of state and federal regulations and rules, including 
compounding drugs that are commercially available in the marketplace or that are essentially copies 
of an available FDA-approved drug products when patient therapy is not compromised. 
 Ms. White then presented the Board with an Agreed Order.  If the Board accepts the Agreed 
Order, Mr. Villandry would agree to the following:  Mr. Villandry would agree to guilt on Counts 10-13 
with Counts 7, 8, 9 and 14 being dismissed.  He would agree to a fine of $625.00 per count on 
Counts 10-13 for a total fine of $2,500.00.  The fine is due on August 19, 2015.  During the year of 
2016 Mr. Villandry would agree to obtain eight (8) hours of Board-approved training in compounding.  
Mr. Villandry shall attend a one-day (8 hour) law seminar in addition to the required fifteen (15) hours 
of CE during the calendar years of 2016 and 2017 for a total of twenty three (23) hours of CE.  All 15 
hours of required CE shall be live during the next 5 year renewal period (2016-2020). 
 Motion was made by Dr. Justin Wilson and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams to accept the Agreed 
Order.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs Owl Drug, #38-5059 – Case No. 1351: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of Owl Drug.  Matthew 
Villandry, D.Ph. and Dianna Bridges were present as representatives and owners of Owl Drug.   
 Assistant Attorney General Brinda White presented the Board with the Complaint for review. 
The Respondent was charged with multiple violations of state and federal regulation and rules 
including failing to have a pharmacy manager who was responsible for all aspects of the operation 
related to the practice of pharmacy, including the proper record keeping system for the purchase, 
sale, delivery, possession, storage and safekeeping of drugs. 
 Ms. White then presented the Board with an Agreed Order.  If the Board accepts the Agreed 
Order, Owl Drug would agree to the following:  The Respondent admits to guilt on Counts 1-4 and 
Count 6 with Count 5 being dismissed.  The Respondent would agree to pay a fine of $1,500.00 per 
count on Counts 1-4 and Count 6 for a total of $7,500.00. 
 Motion was made by Dr. Justin Wilson and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams to accept the Agreed 
Order.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
OSBP vs Larry Kirkpatrick, D.Ph. #7942 – Case No. 1177 – Request for Preceptor License: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the request of Larry Kirkpatrick.  Mr. 
Kirkpatrick was present and was requesting that he be allowed to re-apply for a preceptor license. 
 After a brief discussion with Mr. Kirkpatrick about his past pharmacy history, a motion was 
made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Kyle Whitehead to grant the request of Mr. Kirkpatrick 
to be allowed a preceptor license.  Motion passed on roll call vote with Dr. Greg Adams abstaining 
from the vote. 
 
OSBP vs Wholesalers Group, Inc. d/b/a Drogueria Bayamon, #88-W-3749 – Case No 1352: 
 The case of Drogueria Bayamon was continued until the next Board meeting. 
 
OSBP vs CVS Pharmacy No 04319, #1-5184 – Case No. 1353: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the case of CVS Pharmacy #4319.  
District Manager Rahi Bigdely was present as representative for CVS. 
 Assistant Attorney General Brinda White presented the Board with the Complaint for review.  
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The Respondent was charged with multiple violations of state and federal regulation and rules 
including failing to have a pharmacy manager who is responsible for all aspects of the operation 
related to the practice of pharmacy. 
 Ms. White then presented the Board with an Agreed Order.  If the Board accepts the Agreed 
Order, CVS Pharmacy would agree to the following:  The Respondent admits to guilt on three (3) 
counts.  Counts 1, 2 and 5 with Counts 3 and 4 being dismissed.  The Respondent would agree to 
pay a fine of $3,000.00 per count on Counts 1, 2 and 5 for a total of $9,000.00.  The fine is due on 
August 19, 2015. 
 Motion was made by Stephen Dudley and seconded by Dr. Greg Adams to accept the Agreed 
Order.  Motion passed on roll call vote. 
 
Chase Cox of Roadrunner Pharmacy appears before the Board to discuss compounding for 
Veterinarian offices: 
 The Board was called to order by President Spoon to hear the request of Chase Cox of 
Roadrunner Pharmacy from Arizona to allow them to compound sterile and non-sterile prescription 
drugs for bulk sale to practitioners for resale to their patients, and the sale of bulk sterile compounded 
drugs to practitioners for office use.  It was noted that current Board statutes and/or rules do not allow 
these practices, and that any change in the statute and/or rules would need to be made through the 
state’s legislative and rulemaking process. 
 
President Spoon adjourned the Board meeting: 
 Motion was made by Dr. Greg Adams and seconded by Stephen Dudley to adjourn the Board 
meeting.  Motion passed on roll call vote.  President Spoon adjourned the Board meeting at 11:45 
a.m.
