COVENANTS

NOW, the undersigned Owner does hereby dedicate for public nse all of

the streets, easements and rights-of-way as shown on said plat and does
hereby guarantee title to all of the land covered by said streets for the
purpose of providing an orderly development of the above described tracts
and in order to provide adequate restrictive covenants for the mutual benefit
of itself and its successors in title of the subdivision of said tract (hereinafter
teferred to as Attracts). The undersigned does here impose the following
testrictions and reservations and create the easements which shall be binding
upon it, its successors and assigns to-wit.

L Tieee Covervrss and Restrictions are 10 ron with the bnd and shefl be binding uporral parties,
fhetr hebrs, suooessors, and assigrs clairring by, throngh and under themmontil the 1t day of Angust 2010,
#t whichtine said restrictiors shall autormtically be extended for suoessive periods of ten (10) years and
canonty e amended or changed in whole or part, by a mjority of the then owners of said tracts.

2. N the owner or the assigns shafl violate or aftempt te violats any of
the restrictions herein, it shall be lawful for any person or persons owning
real estate situated on said tract to prosecute any proceedings at law or in
equity against the party or persons or persons violating or attempting to
violate such restrictions and either prevent him or them from doing or to

recover damages or other dues for such violations. Invalidation of any ofte

of the restrictions by judgment or court order shall in no way effect any of
the other provisions of said covenants and restrictions, which
shall remain in full force and effect.

3. All tracts shown on the attached Plat shall be for residenttal
purposes only and only one home per tract shall be permitted. No
structure shall be erected, altered, placed or permitted to remain on
residentiat tract other than a single-family dwelling and a private garage for
two (2) cars or more attached or detached. All residential building exterior
walls shall have at least 70% masonry or stone, unless walved by the
Architectural Review Committee. No exterior siding over 8 inches wide
shall be used. Architectural Review Committee shall review and approve
all floor plans, elevation, exterior paint color, and roofing material and cofor
before any construction may begin. No dwelling shall be erected in which
the living area of the main structure, excluding the garage, is less than
2100 square feet ground floor. Building structure shall be erected at least
sixty-five (65) feet from the end of roadway, uniess approved by the
Architectural Committee. Only brick or stone mailboxes shall be instafled
with concrete address block. No more than two (2) access entrances to
tracts shall be allowed from the public dedicated street adjacent to tract,
with a minimum of a 15 inch culvert pipe or corrugate metal pipe with
concrefe headwalls or approved headwalls to minimize erosion and keep
conformity for the subdivision. Owner of the tracts agree to be responsible
for providing their builder a copy of these restrictions and see that builder
complies with it. The Architectural Committee shall consist of Wayne Efliott
or his heirs or assignees. )

4, No noxtous trade or offensive activity shafl be carried on orupon
sald tracts, nor shall anything be done thereon which may become an
annoyance or nuisance to other tract owners.

8 No structures of temporary charter, trailer, basement, tent, shack,
garage, bamn or other out buildings or previously used structures may be
used on any tract as a residence, and shall not be contracted before main
residence is constructed. No mobile home, new or used shall be moved
onto property at any time. Storage buildings shall only be made of
construction materials similar to materials used for the main house. No
metal bams or sheds, lean-tos or galvanized pole bams are permitted. No
gtorage bulildings shall be constructed forward of the dwelling structure.
No used material shall be used for the construction or storage buildings er

8. No fencing higher than six (8) feet may be used on property, No
barbed wire fencing shall be allowed.

that an owner or occupant residing on said tract may conduct business
within the tract so fong as: (a) The existence or operation. Of the business
activity is not apparent or detectable by sight, sound, or smell from outside
of the tract and no sign indicating such business is placed on said tract: (b)

No sign of any kind shafl be disptayed to the pubfic view on any tract
axcept the (1) professional sign of not more than two (2) foot square
advertising the sale or rent of said property or signs used by the builder to
advertise the property during the construction and sales period of any
dwelling structure,

Semi-traflers and semi-trailer trucks shafl not be affowed fo be

p&rked on or repaired on property. No non-operative vehicles shall bs kept
on property, other than inside storage.

10. No swine, fowl (other than tracts with ponds where water fow! may
be permitted), ostriches, EMU’s exotic animals or other commercial animal
operations shall be permitted to be ralsed, bred or kept on this property
except for dogs, cats and other household pets; provided that they are not
kept, bred or maintained for commercial purposes and provided further,
that the owners of any of the said tract may keep one (1) horse or one (1)
cow. Shelters for said animals must conform with the architecture of the
