2. The undersigned OWNER does hereby dedicate for public use the
egsements and right-of-way shown on the accompanying plat for the several
purposes of constructing, maintoining, operating or repairing any and all
public utilities including storm sewers, sonitary sewers, telephone and
communication lines, electric power lines and ftranstformers, g¢gas lines,
water lines and caoble television 1{iines, together with all fittings,
including the poles, wires, conduits, pipes, valves, meters and equipment
tfor ecch of such facilities and any other appurtenances thereto with the
rights of ingress and egress to and upon the utility easements and rights-
of-way for the uses and purposes aforesaid: PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that the
OWNER hereby reserves the right to construct, maintoin, operate, lay and
retay water lines and sewer l[ines, together with the right of ingress and
access for such construction, maintenance, operation, laying and relaying

"over, across and along the public sireet and uiiiiiy easemenis, shown on

the plat for the purpose of furnishing water and sewer services to the areaq
inctuded in the plat.

3. No building structure, or other above or below ground obstruction
that wil! interfere with the purposes aforesaid, shali be placed, erected,
installed or permitted upon the easements or rights-of-way as shown.

4. The Owner of each lot shall be responsible for the repoir and re-
placement of any londscoping and paving located within the utility eosement
in the event it is necessary to repair any underground water or sewer
mains, electric, notural gas, communications or telephone service.

5. The toregoing covenants concerning streets and easements shall be
enforceable by the City of Coweta, and the owner of each lot agrees to be
bound hereby.

6. The Owner hereby relinquishes rights of vehicular ingress or
egress from any portion of the subdivision adjocent to East Ilith Street
South !Ithin the bounds designated on the attached plat as “Limits of No
Access”, which “Limits of No Access” may be modified, amended or released
by the City of Coweta, or os otherwise provided by the statutes and laws of

the State of Oklohoma pertoining thereto.

0. Before obtaining a building permit from the City of Cowetc, the
following requirements and procedures must be followed: No building,
fence, wa!ll, swimming pooi or any type structure shail be commenced,
erected or maintained, nor shall any oddition thereto or change or
alteration thereon be made wunti! plons and specifications, plot plan
and grading plaon therefor, or information satisfactory to the Design
Committee shall have been submitted to, and approved in writing by the
Committee. In passing on such plans, specifications, plot plans and
grading ptan, the Design Committee may take into consideration the
suitaobllity of the proposed building or other structure ond of the
materials of which it s to be built, the site wupon which (it s
proposed to erect the same and the harmony thereot with the
surrounding area and the effect of the building or other structure as
planned en the outlook trom the adjacent or neighboring property.
Should plaons be submitted and no action token by the Cormittee within
21 daoys of the submission of said plans, then, in such case, salid
plans shall be deemed approved. In the event of approval by defaqult,
i1 remains the responsibility of the property owner to adhere to the
requirements of the covenants os regards construction requirements.
The members of the Design Committee shall be three: N. D. Henshaw,
Blaine D. Henshaw and Barbara F. Henshaw or their duly authorized rep-
resentatives. Any two members of the Design Cormittee may grant
approvat. In the event of death or resignaotion of any of the
Commitiee, the remaining members shall have authority to designate a
successor. The members of the Conmittee reserve the right to dissolve
the Committee by a simple majority vote. In the event of such
dissolution, architectural and design approval shall rest in the Board
of Directors of the Cross Creek Owners Association, Inc. if such
organization is then in existence. The Design Committee shall not be
liable for any approval, disapprovel, or tailure to approve hersunder,
and its approval of building plans shatl not constitute a warranty of
responsibility tor building methods, materials, procedures, structural
design, grading or drainage or code violation.

P. Retaining walls may be constructed of #2 grade railrood ties, brick or
stone, upon approval of the Design Committee.

Q. No fences will be allowed without o finished aide exposed to the
street or to other abutting property. |f o tinished side is proposed
tor interior facing, the fence will require double facing. No fence
will be built nearer to the front or side streat 1ot lines than the
Twenty five (25) foot building lines established on the recorded piat

of the addition.

OWNERS ASSOCIATION

The Owner has formed Cross Creek Owners Association, inec. (Hereinofter
referred to as the Association), o mnon-profit entity pursuant +to the
General Corporation Act of ths State of Oklahoma for the purpose of owning
and maintaining the common areas and reserve areas within the subdivision,
the enfrance and borders, enhancing the value, desirability and
attractiveness of the subdivision.

The Assoclation will determine what uses can be made of the common areos
and reserve areas which are designated on the Plat, and will| determine by
whom these areas can be used, PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that the Asscciation can

be overruled by the City of Coweta.

Membership:
Every person who, or entity which is the Owner of a lot in the subdivision

eha!l be a member of the Association, and membership shall be appurtenant
to and may not be separated from the ownership of a lot. The acceptance of
o deed to a lot in the subdivision shall constitute acceptance of
membership in the Association as of the date of recording of the deed.

Covenant for Assessments:

The Owner and each subsequent Owner of o lot in the subdivision, by
acceptance of o deed therefor, is deemed to covenant and agree to pay to
the Associotion an annual assessment for the maintenance of common areas
and reserve areas within the subdivision, the entrance and borders,
enhancing the value, desirability an attractiveness of the subdivision, and
for such other purposes as the Board of Directors shall, from time to time,
determine. An assessment not paid when due will constitute a lien on the
lot so assessed. The lien of +the assessments hersin provided for wilt be

subordinate to the lien of any first mortgage.

Certain Rights of the Assoclation:
Without limitation of such other powers and rights as the Associotion may

hove, the Association sha!ll be deemed a beneticiary of the various
covenants contained within this Deed of Dedication to the some extent as
oll other beneficlaries thereot, including each lot owner, fthe City of
Coweto and the supplier of any wutility or other service within the
subdivision, and shall have the right to enforce these covenants and agree-

ments.

Voting Rights of the Associotion:
The Assoclotion shall have two classes of voting membership:

Class A: All Owners with the exception of the Developer/Owner. Class
A members will be entitled to one vote per platted lot

owned.

Claoss B: The Developer/Owner. Class B member shall be entitlied +to
three votes per platted lot owned. Ciass B membership will
cease ond be converted to Class A membership:

I. When the totol entitled votes of Class A member-
ship equal the total wentitied votes of Closs B
membership, or

2. On December 31, 2003, whichever occurs first.

RESERVES AND/OR COMMON AREAS

Any improvement or construction in these aredas will be subject to the prior
approval by the City Engineer for the City of Coweta.

In the svent Reserves or Common Areas are not properly mointoined, the City
of Coweta or its contractors may enter upon soid Reserves or Common Areas,
pertorm such maintenance and bill the Owners Association for some.
