History:  Old Creek Indian burial grounds.  There are probably a dozen unmarked graves.  This site is located on the Nancy Apueka (C-239) 160 acre Creek Nation allotment, from which the cemetery gets its 

name.

Status:  Inactive, family burial grounds, in front of a residence.  Only the grave of Tookah Factor has a tombstone.  Tookah was a little short woman and always wore a hat.  She attended Broken Arrow 

Indian Methodist Church.  Last surveyed in 2005.
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
