Directions:  1.8 miles east of Wagoner on Toppers Rd.  From Wagoner County Courthouse, proceed est on Cherokee to light at McQuarrie. Continue east on Cherokee toward Toppers (1.8 mi.) to gravel 

parking lot just past airport on south side of road.  The cemetery is south of parking lot approx. 3/4 mi.

History:  Mr. & Mrs. Orme were both born in Alabama. Her maiden name was Couch.  They were parents of 13 children, all born in Arkansas.  The 1880 census shows them living in Van Buren, Arkansas.  

He was a farmer and land owner of approx. 300 acres.  He died in Van Buren, Arkansas.

Status:  Abandoned.  Not fenced.  Two visible graves, others have been destroyed.  Visible tombstone of Walter Orme, born July 9, 1820, died March 16, 1893; Mahala J. Orme, (wife of Walter), born 

February 26, 1826, died September 22, 1890, (Both names on one tombstone, different sides).  On Fort Gibson Wildlife Management Property.  Cemetery close to Fort Gibson Lake shoreline.  Last 

surveyed in 2005.
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
