SECTION I. STREETS, EASEMENTS AND UTILITIES
A Public Streets and General Utility Easements

The Owner does hereby dedicate for public use, the
streets as deplicted on the accompanying plat, and does
further dedicate for the public use the utllity easements as
gepicted on the accompanying plat for the several purposes
of constructing, maintaining. operating. repalring,
replacing, and/cr removing any and all public wtilities
Including storm sewers, sanitary sewers, telephone and
communication lines, electric power lines and transformers,
ges lines, water lines, and cable television lines,
together with a1l valves, meters and egquipment for each of
such raclilitles and other sppurtenances thereto, with the
rights of ilngress and egress to and upon the utility
easements for the uses and purposés aforesald  together
with similar sasement rights in the public streets; FPROVIDED,
HOWEVER, that the Owner hereby reserves the right to
construct, maintalin, operate, lay = and construction,
maintaining, operating., repairing, replacing. and/ocr remcving
any and all public utilities, including storm sewers, sanitary
sewers, telephone and communication 11ines, electric power
lines and transformers, gas lines, water lines, aqd cable
television lines, together with all fittings, including the
poles, wires, condults, pipes, valves, meters and egquipment
for each of such frascilities and any other appurtenances
thereto, with the rights orf ingress and egress to and upon the
utility easements for the purposes aforesaid together with
similar easement rights 1in the public streets;

8. Underground Service

Overhead lines for the supply of eléctric, telephone and
cable television service may be located along South 241st East
Avenue (a/k/a Oneta Road) of DEER CREEK II AT FOREST RIDGE.
Street light poles or standards may be served by underground
cable, and elsewhere throughout the subdivision all supply

t1ines shall be located uncerground, In the easement-ways

reserved for general utility services and public streets, as
depicted on the accompanying plat. Service pedestals angd
transrormenrs, &8s sources of supply at secondary voltages, may
alsoc be located in sasement-ways,

Underground service cablas to all structurases which may be
located on all lots 1in the subdivision may be run from the
nearest service pedestal or transformer to the point of usage
determined by the location and construction ofF such structure
as may be located upon each sa8id lot;, provided that upon the
installation of such a service cable to 2 particular
structures, the supplier of service shall therearter be deemed
to have & derinitive, permanent, errective and eaxclusive
right-of-way eassment on said lot, covering a 5-foot strip
extending 2.5 freet on esach sice of such service cable,
axtending from the service pedestal or transformer to the
service entrance on sald structure. :

The supplier of electrlic, natural gas, telephone and
cable television service, through Its propsr agents angd
employe¥ds, shall at all times have the right or access to all
such easement-ways as depicted on the accompanying plat, or
provided for 1in this [peed of Dedication fror the purpose of
installing, maintaining, removing or replacing any portion of
saig wnderground electric, telephone, or cable television
racilities so installed by it. - '

The owner of each lot shall pe responsible for the
protection of the underground service racillities located on
his property. and shall prevent the alteration of grade or any
construction activity which may interfere with electric,
telephone, or cable television facllities. The supplier of
ssrvice shall be responsible for ordinary maintensnce of
underground fracllities, but the owner shall pay for gamage or
relocation of such racilities caused or necessitated by acts
or the owner or his agents or contractors.

The foregolng covenants concerning underground electric,
natural gpas, telsphone, or cable telesvision facilities shall
be enforceable by the supplier of service, and the owner of
each lot agrees to be bound thereby.

c. Nater and Sewer Service

!. The owner of the lot shall be responsible fror the
protaction of the public water and sewer mains located on or
in his lot.

2. Within the depicted utility sasement araeas, the
alteration of grade in excess of 3 reet from the contours
axisting upon the completion or the installation of a public
water main or sewer main, or any construction activity which
may Iinterfere with public water and sewer mains, shall be
prohibited.

3. The City of Broken Arrow or its successors shall be
responsible for ordinary maintenance of public water and sewer
mains, but the owner shall pay for damage or relocation of
such facilities caused or necessitated by acts of the Owner,
his agents, or contractors. . :

1. Each lot, per the rinish prading plan, shall recelive
and drain in an unobstructable manner, the storm and surface
waters from lots and drainage areas of higher elevation, and
from public streets and easements. No owner shall construct

or permit to be constructed any fencing or other
obstructions which would impalr the drainage of storm and
surrace waters over and across his lot. The foregoing

covenants set forth in this Subsection 0O shall be
anforceable by any arffected lot owner or by the City of Broken
Arrow.

E. Paving and Landscaping Within Easemants

SECTION IIT - RESTRICTIONS

WHEREAS, thé Owner desires to establish restrictions for

the purpose_of providing for the orderly developmeht of DEER

CREEK II AT FOREST RIDGE and the continued compatibility of
use and Improvements wilthin DEER CREEK II AT FOREST RIDGE.

THEREFORE, the Owner Jdoes hereby impose the following
restrictions and covenants which shall be covenants running
with the land and shall be binding upon the Owner, 1its
successors angd assigns:

A, Use of Land

1. All the lots within DEER CREEK II AT FOREST -RIDGE,
exceapting Reserve "A" and Reserve "B sghall be known and
described as residential lots, and shall be used only for
single-rfamily residences.

2. Reserve "A" and Reserve "B", shall be used for

opean space, landasceping, walls, rencing drainage. recreation,
and storm sewer drainage and 1s reaserved fror subseguent
convayance to the Homeowner's Assoclatjon formed pursuant to
Section Il - ODeclaration of Covenants, Conditions and
RAestrictions of Forest Ridge.

8. Minimum Yards, Setbacks and Building Height

1. Front and Street Setback. No building shall be
erected or maintelned nesarer to 8 strest than the building
setback lines as dJepicted on the accompanying plat.

2. Side vard. Each lot shall maintain side yards which
in the aggregate are not less than 10 rfeet in width, and no
side yard shall be 1ess than 5 rfeet Iin width.

3. Aear Yard. Each lot shall maintain a rear yard of
at Jeast 20 reet; providegd, however, that customary asccessory
structures may be located in the required rear yard.

4, Easemant Setbacks. No Builading, whether principal
or accesscry, shall encroach upon any utility easasement as
depicted on the accompanying plat.

5. Bullding Helght. No buillding shall be constructed
on any lot which exceeds & height of more than two (2)
storiss, except as approved by the Protective Inspection
Department of the City of Broken Arrow, Ok lahoma and the
New constructon Committee or Modirication Committee, as
appropriate, as set forth pursuant to Section II - pDesclaration
cf Coveanants, Conditions and Restrictions of Forest Ridge.

C. Floor Area of Dwellings

1. Living Area. A dwelling shall have at least 2 500

squarae reest or rinished heated living srea. A dwelling having
more than one story shall have at least 1, 500 square reet of
finished heateod living area on the rfirst story and 4, 000
aquare feet of finished heateo living area on the psecond
story.

2. Computation of Living Area. The computation of
living area shall not include any basemeant or attic sres used
ror storage. A2l living . area measureaments shall be taken
horizontally at the top plate level to the race orf the outside
wall. Reqgquired living area must average at least 7 reet 6§
Jnchas in helight, except that in the computation of second or
upper story living area, the height shall be 7 feet 6 inches
for at least one-halr of the regquired living ares, and any
area of less than 5 reet in helight shall be excluded.

D. Sarage

Each dwalling shell have a garages for at least two
sutomobiles. Garages may be attached or detached subject to
the New Construction Committee or Modification Committee, as
appropriate, approval as sst rforth pursuant to Section JII -
Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of
Forest Ridge.

E. Bullding Materig] Requirements

I Exterior wWalls. The exterior walls of the dwelling
erected on any lot shall be of at Jleast 56X brick. stone, or
stucco; provided, however, that the areas of all windows and
doors Jlocated In said exterlior walls shall be axcluded in the
getermination of the area orf sald exterior walls.

2. Foundations. All founcations of the dwellings
erected on any lot shall be venesred with brick, stone or
stucco. No exposed foundations will be allowed,

3. Windows ., Exterior windows shall be elther of wood,
cladwood, painted, or anodized colored aluminum construction.
No mill finish will be accepted.

4. Fireplace. Fireplaces located on any perimeter wall
of the dwelling shall be of masonry veneer construction.

5. Aocfing. The roof of the awelling erected on any
lot shall be architectural grade shingle, cement tile, clay
tile, or slate.

No _existing erected dwelling may be moved onte or placed
on any lot. Mobile or mooular homes are strictly prohibited.

M. Antennas

No external radio, television or other antennas, of any
kind or nature {including, but not limited ¢to ‘“satellite
dishes”) or other csvice for the reception or transmission of
radio, microwave or other simjlar signals, shall be placed or
maintained upon unenclosed portions of any lot.

I. venicla Storage and Parking

No Inoperative vehicle shall be stored on any lct except
within an enclosed parage. No motor home, boat trailer,
trave] traller, or similsr recre#tional vehicle shall be
located perked or stored within & side or front yard, and if
not located within an enclosed garage, shall be screaned
sufficiently to prevent any view thsrsof from any strast
within DEER CREEK II AT FOREST RIDGE.

J.  Drivewsy end Walks

All driveways and walks between the streset and garage
shall be constructed of concrete or masonry, River gravel
exposed aggregate .concrete may be ysed ror walks when
compatible with the design of the residence, subject to the
New Construction or Modification Committee, as appropriate,
8pproval as gset forth pursuvant to Section II - Declaration of
Covenants, Conaglitions and Restrictions or Forest Ridge.
