(&) No mobile home, trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage, barn or other cut-bullding type structure shail be moved onto any nomesite In this residenti
structure will be permitted.

(7) o homesite will be used for the storage of materials of any kind for a period of more than Thirty (30) days prior to the starte of construction and
completed within Twelve (12) months from the date of placing material on iomesite. All homesites chail be maintained in a neat and orderly condition at all times. Wecds
and grass shall be mowed periodically and shall not be left to go to seed.
