KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: CHEVY PLACE, LL.C., on Oklahoma limited liabllity company, hereinafter referred to as
the "Developer”, is the owner of the following described land in the County of Wagoner, State of Oklahoma, to—wit:

SECTION |. STREETS, EASEMENTS AND UTILITIES

A. Public Streets and General Utility Easements

The Developer does hereby dedicote for the public use the strests, as designated on the accompanying piat, and does
further dedicate for the public use the utilily easements os designated on the accompanying plot, for the several purposes
of constructing, maintaining, operating, repairing, and/or removing any and all public utilities including storm sewers, sanitary
sewers, telephone and communication lines, electric power jines and transformers, gas lines, water lines, and cable television
lines, together with ail fittings, inciuding the poles, wires, conduits, pipes, valves, meters and esquipment for each of such
facilities and ony other appurtenances thereto with the rights of ingress and egress to and upon said utility easements and
right—of—ways for the uses and purposes aforescid. No building, structure, or other above or below ground obstruction that
will interfare with the purposes aforesaid, will be placed, erected, installed or permitted upon the easements or
rights—-of—way as shown; PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that the Developer hereby reserves the right to construct, maintain, operate,
lay and relay water lines and sewer lines, together with the right of ingress and egress for such construction, maintenance,
operation, laying ond relaying over, dc¢ross and along all of the utility easements, shown in said plat, for the purpose of
furnishing water ond/or sewer services to the area included in sald plat. The owner of each lot shall be respongible for the
repair and replacement of any landscaping ond paving focated within the utllity easements in the eavent it is necessary to
repair and underground water or sewer mains, electric, natural gos, communication or telephone service.

B. Underground Electric and Communication Service

1.  Overhead lines for the supply of electric and communication services may be locoted along Egst 51st Street and the
West boundary of the subdivision. Street light poles or standards may be served by underground cable and elsewhere
throughout the subdivision, all supply lines shall be located underground, in the easement-ways reserved for general utility
services, shown on the attoched plat. Service pedestals and tronsformers, as sources of supply at secondary voltoges, may

alsc be located in said egsement--ways.

2. Underground service cables to all structures which may be located on all lots in the subdivision may be run from the
nearest service pedestal or transformer to the point of usage determined by the location and conatruction of such structure
as may be locoted upon each sald lot; provided that upon the instaliation of such a service cable to g porticular structure,
the suppliers of electric or communlcation service shall thereafter be deemed to have a definitive, permanent, effective and
exclusive right—of—way easement on said Lot, covering a five—foot strip extending 2.5 feet on each side of such service
cable, extending from the service pedestal or transformer to the service antrance on sald structure.

3.  The supplier of electric or communication service, through its proper agents and empioyees, shall at ol times have
right of access to all such sasement—ways shown on said plat, or provided for in this Deed of Dedication for the purpose of
installing, maintaining, removing or replacing any portion of said underground electric facilities so installed by it.

4.  The owner of each lot shall be responsible for the protection of the underground electric and communication facilities
located on his property and shall prevent the alteration of grade or any construction activity which may interfere with said
electric focilities. The Utility Company will be responsible for ordinary maintenance of underground electric and
communication facllities, but the owner will pay for damage or relocation of such facilities coused or necessitated by acts of

the owner or his agents or contractors.

5. The foregoing covenonts concerning underground electric and communication facilities shall be enforceable by the
suppller of electric or communication service, and the owner of each lot agrees to be bound hereby.

C. Restricted Waterline Eosement

1. The Restricted Waterline Eosement {RW/E} shown on the plat is hereby estoblished for and restricted to the use of
the Wagoner County Rurat Woter, Sewer, Solid Waste, and Natural Gas District No. 4, their successors and assigns for
waterline construction, operation and maintenance. However, other utilities are granted the use of this easement for crossing

D. Water and Sewer Service

1.  The owner of each lot shall be responsible for the protection of the public water and sewer mains located on or in
his lot.

2. Within the depicted utllity easement areas, the alteration of grade in excess of 3 feet from the contours existing
upon the completion of the installation of a public woter or sewer main or any construction activity which may interfere with

public water or sewer mains shail be prohibited.

3.  Wagoner County Rural Water, Sewer, Solid Waste, and Natural Gas District No. 4 or its successcrs will be responsible
for ordinary maintenance of public water mains, but the owner will pay for damage or relocation of such facilities caused or
necessitated by acts of the owner, his agents or contractors.

The undersigned Developer hereby relinquishes rights of vehicular ingress or egress from any portion of the property
adjacent to East 51st Street South within the bounds designated as "Limits Of No Access” (L.N.A.) as shown on the
ottached plot, which "Limits of No Access” may be modified, amended, or relsased by the concurring approval of Wagoner
County, or its successor, or as otherwise provided by the Statutes ond lows of the State of Oklahoma pertaining thereto.

The foregoing covenant concerning Limits of No Access shall be enforceoble by Wagoner County, and the owner of each lot

agrees to be bound hereby.
F. Londscape Easement

The Owner herein establishes for the benefit of the Property Owners' Associotion a perpetual easement os depicted on the
accompanying plat os “landscape eqgsement”, for the purposes of the erection and maintenance of decorative fencing ond
walis and landscaping and irrigation system and mointenance of such facilities shall be the obligation of the property owners'

assoclation.

G. Drainoge Easement

1. The Droinage Easements shown on the plat are hereby dedicated to the public as o perpetual esassment for surface
drainage purposes.

2. The Right of Surface Drainage granted hereunder shall be exercised and used upon the property covered by the
Drainage Easement in a reasonable manner consistent with afi applicable rules, requlations and ordinances.

3. The use of the Drainage Easement shaolt not be restricted solely to storm water and drainoge purposes and may also be
utilized for utility easement purposes. Provided, however, that no improvemsnts or construction of utility facilities shall
interfere with the use of Drainage Easement for storm sewer and drainage purposes.

4. No obstructions shall be permitted in said Overland Drainage Easements that will impede or obstruct the flow of surface
water runoff.

5 The lot owner on which the easement is situated has the right to use the egsement premises in ony manner that wil
not prevent or interfere with the exercise by County or City of the rights granted under this agresment.

6. The covenants set for this Section shall be enforcecble and inure to the benefit of the County of Wagoner, City of
Broken Arrow, when annexed, and Owner, its successors and assigns.

H. RESERVES "A" and "B"
Reserves "A" and "B" are hereby established for green belt and detention purposes for subsequent conveyance to the

property owners association.
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1. For the Common use and benefit of the owners of lots within the Subdivision and for the benefit of Wagoner County,
detention and drainage facilities are to be constructed in Reserve Areas “A' and "B" which is necessary to meset Wagoner
County detention requirements applicable to the Subdivision, and for the further purpose of permitting the flow, conveyance
ond discharge of storm water runoff from the various lots within the Subdivision and from properties outside the subdivision.

2. Detention ond drainoge foclities constructed In detention easements shall be in accordance with adopted standards of
the Wagoner County, and plans and specificotions approved by the County Engineer of Wagoner County.

4. The detention eassments or drainage facilities located thereon shall be maintained by the Association in accordance
with the following standards

(1) The detention easement arsos shall be kept free of silt, obstruction and debris;

(2) The detention sasement areas shall be mowed during the growing season at intervals not exceeding four(4) weeka.

(3) Concrete appurtenances, if any shaoll be maintained in good ond working condition; ond

5. In the event the Association should fall to properly maintain the detention egsement areas and focilities there situoted
Wagoner County, or its designated contractor, may enter the detention ecsement areas and perform maintenance necessary
to the ochievement of the intended drainage and detention functions, and the cost thersof shall be pald by the Association.

6. In the event the oforesaid Associction fails to pay the cost of lond maintenance after completion of the maintenance
and recsipt of o stotement of cost, Wagoner County may fiie of record a copy of the statement of cost, and thereafter the
costs shall be a lien against each of the iots within the Subdivision: PROVIDED, HOWEVER, the lien against each lot shall not

exceed its proportionate share, based on the total number of iots in the Assoclation, of the Assoclation's cost of
maintenance. A lien established shall be subordinate to the llen of any first mortgage, as above provided may be foreciosed

by Wagoner County.

Reserve "C" sholl be used for a swimming pool, open space, recreation and landscaping, ond is reserved for subsequent
conveyance to the Property Owners' Assoclation to be formed pursuant to Section Il hereof.

SECTION i, RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS

THEREFORE, the Developer does hereby impose the following rastrictions ond covenants which sholl be covenants running
with the land, and shall be binding upon the Developer, |ts successors ond assigns:

A. Use of Land

1. All lots shall be known ond described os residentiol lots and shall be used for singie—fomily residences and accessory
uses, but may also include accessory quorters for domestic help.

2. Reserve Areas "A" AND "B" shall be used for open space landscaping ond detention facllities, and are reserved for
subsequent conveyance to the Property Owners' Associgtion to be created.

3, RESERVE *C" sholl be used for o swimming pool, open space, recreation ond landscaping, and is reserved for subsequent
conveyance to the Property Owners' Assoclation to be created.

B. Minimum Lot Size, Yords and Setbocks

5 Maximum Structure Height. The maximum structure height shall be 35 feet.

C. Floor Area of Dwellings.

1. Single Story. A single story dwelling shall have at lsast 1,200 square feet of finished heated living areo.

2. Two Story and Story-and—a—Half. If a dwelling has two levels or stories immediately above and below each other
megsured vertically and ali such levels or stories are above the finished exterior grade of such dwelling, then such dwelling
shail have at lecst 1,000 squore feet of finished heated living area on the first story or level and shall have a total of the
various levels or storles of at least 1,600 square feet of finished heated living area.

3. Computation of Living Area. The computation of living area shall not inciude ony basement or attic area used for
storage.  All living area measurements shall be taken horizontally at the top plat level to the face of the outside woll.
Requirsd living area must average at least seven (7)fest six (6)inches in helght, except that in the computation of second
or upper story living area, the height shall be seven (7)fest six (B)inches for at least one—half of the required living areaq,

and any area of less than five (5) feet in height shall be excluded.

4. Waiver. The Architectural Committes may waive, in the particular instance, the floor areo requirements set out in

Paragraph 1.
D. Garage

Each dwelling shall have a garage for at least two outomobiles.

E. Bullding Moterial Requirements

1. Stem Walls. All exposed foundation or stem walls sholl be of brick or stone or stucco. No concrete blocks, poured

concrete or any other foundation will be exposed. No stem walls will be exposed.

2. Roofing. The roof of the dwelling erected on any tot shall be 20 yeor shingles, or equal ond sholl be weathered wood
in color. Minimum of 6/12 pitch for roof systems.

3. Exterior Walls, The exterior walls of the dwelling erected on ony lot shall be of at least 100% brick, stone, or stucco to
the top plate of the first floor; provided, however, that the area of off windows and doors locoted in exterior walls shall be
excluded in the determination of the area of exterior walls, and further provided that where a part of the exterior wall is
extended above the interior room ceiling line due to the construction of o goble—type roof, then that portion of the wall
extending above the interior room celling height may be constructed of wood material and shall be excluded from the

determination of the area of the exterior walls. (Exclusive of Fireplace chase)
F. Commercial Structures

No buiiding or structure shall be placed, erected or used for business, professional, trade or commercial purposes on any

portion of any lot.

G. Noxious Activity

No noxious or offensive trade or activity shall be carrled on upon any lot, nor shall any trash, or other refuse be thrown,
placed or dumped upon any vacont lot, nor shall anything be done which may be or become on annoyance or nuisance to

the neighborhood.
M. Signs Prohibited

The construction or maintenance of advertising signs, or other odvertising structures on any lot is prohibited,
follows:
